-Practice to figure out True or False fact of a story and event sequence by doing a worksheet
-Share and express students’ thought and feeling about a moral by doing a speaking activity


	Language Skills:
-Listening : teacher’s reading, instructions and explanations, other student’s talk
-Speaking : answer to the questions, conversation with other students


	Language Systems:
-Discourse : questions and answers, discussion


	Assumptions: 
Students already know 
-Words connected animals
-How to put pictures in the order

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-If Ss can’t find a gist, ask easy questions regarding to the gist to Ss in order to find it by themselves.
-If I don’t have enough time to do a worksheet, give Ss homework to do it.
-If lessen is too short, do SOS activity(picture matching)

[brief overview]

(show a book’s cover to students)

[elicit predictions from cover]
1. Where are they? Why?

2. What are they doing? Why?

3. What do you think will happen in the story?

(write down 2~3 predictions on W/B that students said)

1st reading
I will read story the first time and you should listen for the main idea.

(read story-slower reading)

What do you think the main idea is?-The main idea is “doing the best”.
Is real story same as what you said before? What is different? 
2nd reading
I will read story again and this time you should listen more carefully. Because I will ask you these questions. 
(post questions on W/B)

1. Who runs the race? 

2. Why do they run the race? 

3. What does the rabbit do during the race?

4. Who wins the race? 

5. Do they become friends? 

(call a student’s name to read a question)

Can you read no. 1 question? 

( do the same to no. 5 question)

Well done, you should listen for the answers. 
(read story-faster reading)

Let’s talk about the answers. 

(read questions and listen to students’ answers)

Good job!
