- Student will be able to write the past tense adding ‘-ed’ at the end of the verb.

- Student will be able to say over 10 regular verbs with ‘-ed’
- Students will be able to answer “what did you do?” using the regular verbs with ‘-ed’.

	Language Skills:

- Speaking:  Students speak sentences using the regular verbs with ‘-ed’.
- Writing: Students write the regular verbs with ‘-ed’ by completing the worksheet.

	Language Systems:

- Grammar:  Students make the past tense by adding ‘-ed’ at the end of the verbs

	Assumptions:

- Ss know the present tense of the verbs (used in this class).
- Ss read and write short sentences in English.
- Ss understand classroom English
- Ss know the story of Cinderella.
- T plan to use the picture of all Ss on worksheets in a year.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Though they failed to distinguish the pronunciation /d,t/, ignore it. (Be sure to correct /id/)
- If Ss can’t understand the rule of activity: show how to act.
- If time is too short, let students act the Cinderella story they practice in the front. 
- If time is too long, T omit the last short activity “what did you do?” in CCQ.

T: Hello everyone! Welcome to my pattern class. 
<Reviewing the present tense and the verbs for today use>
T: Before today’s lesson, we are going to do easy activity.

T: (pointing at the verb list on the board)
There are some verbs you know already. 
I’ll ask OO “what do you do everyday?(written on the board)” 

OO answer me what you do everyday using these verbs.
And You turn right and ask the same question to the next person.
Then the next person answers and asks the other next person. 
From OO. “what do you do everyday.OO”
Ss: (answer what they do everyday and ask the next person)

T: (helps Ss finish the activity quickly by giving cues)

<Introduction>
T: Good job! We shared “what do you do everyday?”
T: Now I’m going to change this sentence a little bit.

(changing the sentence on the board) “What did you do yesterday?”

	Procedure:
<Explanation: Eliciting about concept of past tense>

T: (pointing at the timeline) Here is ‘now’.  
What’s the date today? What’s the day?
Ss: response – T: writes them under ‘now’

T: Today is April.8th. Now is “10:00”  

(drawing a line and writing the word ‘past’)‘Before now’ we call it past
An hour ago, three hours ago, yesterday, two days ago, etc. 
Wherever you were, You are in ‘before now’! It happened in the past. 
(pointing at the line of ‘after now’) Is here also the ‘past’?

T: What do we call ‘before now’?  Ss: Past

T: (showing substitution table) This is what I did before today in the past.
    (reading substitution table & marking the time on the timeline) 

I cooked dinner yesterday. I  played the guitar on Monday…..

T: What do you find here? What are these words different from those?
Ss: There’s ‘-ed’!!!
T: Right! When we talk about the past, we add ‘ed’ at the end of the verb like this. (Writing the other past verbs) Easy pattern!
   You can write ‘you, she, he, we, they’ instead of ‘I’

   You can also write any time in the past. 
<Drilling>

T: Let’s read together. What did you do yesterday? 
   (Wait, I think you have a question. ‘did’ is the past, but It’s not ‘ed’. 

But don’t worry about it. I’ll teach you irregular verbs next time)
Repeat after me. (only read subject and verbs)
I cooked… Be careful for pronunciation. It’s not /id/. 
Ss: I cooked / I played / I cleaned… drilling 3 times per each sentence

<CCQ>
T: (pointing at the timeline) here! ‘past’? here ‘past’, too? 
What do we add at the end of the word when we make the past?
If it’s tomorrow, can I say “I played soccer.”?

If it’s an hour ago, can I say ‘I played soccer”?

Ss: response

T: Everybody good job! Let’s go on the next activity.

And here, complete Yuri’s diary. Use ‘-ed’ for the diary.
Here is an example. Number1 “I walked to school”

I’ll give you 2minutes. You’ll work alone.

T: Now we will Interview how they live. 

T: (writing the order of activity on the board) 

Bad sister interviews Cinderella. “What did you do yesterday? 
Cinderella answers 5 things with tired face// using this word list.
Then, Cinderella interviews. Bad sister answers 5 with a mean face 
T: And then, switch the card and repeat the same activity.
T: Pretend that you’re Cinderella and her bad sister.
But remember! Important thing is that you use ‘-ed’ pattern.

So I ask you to speak slowly for everyone to notice the past tense.
T: I’ll give you 2 minutes. Work in pair with fun.

T: OO, How much time do you have?    Ss: response
T: Who asks first? Do you only take one role during activity?
<Activity>

T: Get a pair of card between two and start the interview.
    (In case of three Ss in group, two Ss make one voice) 
Ss: (do the activity)

T: (monitor/find error for post-production)

<Post-production: Error correction>
(T Writes two errors that Ss did)
T: Poor thing. I hope Cinderella and her sister have a good relationship.
T: Anyway, you did a great job about using past tense. 
Before finishing the lesson, I’ll just check two things. 
*1. I walked/cooked/talked/looked

- Pronunciation (not strong sound, not /id/, /t/ sound) 
: There’re two different sounds /d,t/. It is for next lesson.)
: I haven’t taught it yet. But you’ll learn it soon. Just see it.
*2. I’m cleaning the house yesterday
<CCQ>

T: (pointing at the verb list) For the last time, we’ll do the same activity like “what do you do everyday?” And change it, what did you do yesterday? Pick the verb anything you did yesterday. 
Ss: (Answer what they did yesterday and ask the next person)
T: What did we learn on timeline? Now? Past? Future?

    Here, past? Here? Here?

T: What do we add at the end of the word when we make the past?
T: If it’s two days after, can I say “I walked to school”?

T: If it’s past, can I say “I am cooking dinner?

Ss: response

<Goodbye>

T: Everybody did a good job. Did you practice with fun today?

I hope you don’t forget ‘ed’ pattern for past. 
Next I’ll let you know another past pattern. Bye-bye!
