


	Materials:

- 1 basket, 5 fruits(realia), face mask(sponge bob)
- board markers 

- flash cards (strawberry, banana, kiwi, apple, orange)
- 9 activity books, 9 sets of fruit pictures(outline)
- 9 glues, 4 crayons, 4 color pencils

	Aims: 
- Students will be able to recognize 5 fruits by coloring them.
- Students will be able to pronunciate correctly by drilling.

	Language Skills:

- Speaking:  To speak 5 fruits seeing the pictures.

	Language Systems:

- Vocabulary: strawberry, banana, apple, orange, kiwi

- Phonology:  To be aware of ‘b,p,l/r’

	Assumptions:

- Ss know the word ‘fruit’

- Ss know basic colors (red, yellow, green, brown, orange)

- Ss read simple words using phonics.
- Ss understand classroom English

- Ss like the character “Sponge bob”

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If Ss have problems with phonics, spend longer time to drill them or help Ss practice individually.
- If Ss don’t’ understand the activity, show how to do it.
- If time is too short, let students present their finished product. 
- If time is too long, let students finish their work(coloring) at home.

	Procedure:
<Greeting>

T: Hello everyone! How are you? 
Now, I’ll show one story of “Sponge bob”.
<Introduction>
T: acts a short play with face mask.
-Story-

I’m Sponge bob. Lalala~ let’s go on  a picnic. 
My mom gave me this basket for lunch.

What are there in it? Hm, let me see…

Oh, what’s this red one? (rolling an apple) A ball? I can’t eat this.

What’s this? (massaging shoulder with a banana) Can I use like this?
What’s this? Is it dung? Oh, my~~~dirty! 
Oh, This is a ball, too. I can’t eat, either.

What is this red? . I can’ eat.

How terrible! What should I eat? 
(crying) I’m hungry. I need something to eat. Please help me!

	Materials: flash cards(with magnetics)

	Procedure:
<Introducing vocabulary>

T: Poor “Sponge bob”. He didn’t know what these are. So he didn’t eat.
Now you’ll learn what they are. Let’s see together. 
T: - (putting the realia back in the basket)

- (attaching the flash cards on the board)
This is not a ball. This is an apple. Repeat after me. We can eat this.
* in a same way: kiwi, banana, strawberry, orange
1) say the word once 
2) drill the word once 
3) explain the word once

<pre-instruction>

(T tells Students about activity)
T: You’ve learned 5 fruits. 
Wait, wait! Did you hear? Sponge bob came back again.
T: (acts Sponge bob with face mask) Oh, do you know what they are?
can you teach me? Please help me!
T: (taking off the face mask) Teacher back!! 

Sponge bob wants to know these fruits.
So we’ll make a book about fruits for him.

	Materials: 9 activity books, 5 pictures of fruit(pre-cut)
4 crayons, 4 color pencils, finished product(for demo), magnetics

	Procedure:
<Instruction 1>
T: To make a book, I’ll give you a book, pictures and a glue now. (give) 
T: (modeling) Show me the fruit pictures. What fruits do you have? 

Show a strawberry...apple…banana….

(pointing) Now look at the book. This is the bookcover, “my word book, fruit” Sponge bob is saying “What is this? Please let me know..”
Yeah, We’ll teach it by making a word book.
T: First write your name here. 
T: Next page, you’ll see the words and small pictures here. 
(modeling) It’s a banana and you’ll paste the same banana picture.
T: (showing the finished product) Put all of 5 fruits here. 

You will make your own book like this.
T: I’ll give you 2 minutes. You’ll work alone.

T: OO, How much time do you have? 

T: OO, do you work alone or in pair?
T: OO, do you write your name first or paste fruits first?
T: OO, (pointing a picture) can you paste a banana with a kiwi?
- Individual activity 1
Ss: (do their activity)
T: (monitors actively and tell them a time left)

<Instruction 2>
T: (after asking attention) Now you’ll color them pretty. 
Make the yummy fruits we’ve never seen before. 
(showing the finished product) You can color better than me.
T: Use color pencils or crayons. 
I’ll give them between 2 or 3. Share them. 
T: I’ll give you 4 minutes. You’ll work alone.

T: OO, how much time do you have? 

T: OO, do you work alone or in pair?
 - Individual activity 2
Ss: (do their activity)
T: (monitors actively and tell them a time left “You have 2 minutes left”)
T: (modeling)

Put the color pencils and crayon in the case and put them together.

	Procedure:
<show the finished product>

T: Show me your books. How nice! You made your own books. 
    Look at that. They look yummy. You colored very well. Good job!
   I think now you can teach the name of fruits to Sponge bob. Can you?
<drilling vocabulary>
T: Now we’re going to practice the words we’ve learned today.
T: I’ll say once and you’ll say three times after me.
*kiwi   

*banana :  T asks individual pronunciation.
*strawberry

*orange

*apple : T asks individual pronunciation.
<CCQ>

Before we finish the lesson, let me ask you questions.
T: OO, is this a strawberry? (pointing at a kiwi) -kiwi
T: OO, is strawberry yellow? What is yellow? -banana
T: OO, which one is smaller, apple or strawberry? - strawberry

T: OO, is this an orange or an apple? (pointing at an orange) - orange
T: OO, what do you want to eat now among 5 fruits?

<Goodbye>

T: Everybody did a good job. Sponge bob is happy to know these.
Take your book home and tell your mom what they are.
And during the next break, we’ll have all these fruits together. Yeah!!
Bye-bye! See you later.
