	Pre-Activity 

	Materials:  “Dear Abby” worksheet

4 minutes

	Set Up
Pair work 

	Procedure:
First, we are going to read a short letter written to Abby. 

Do you know what “Dear Abby” is? 

(Ss answer)

Abby is an editor who consults (gives advice) to her readers. Today, we are going to pretend as if we’re Abby.

(Demonstration)

For example, if I say that I’m having trouble with my boyfriend because we have different taste in everything, what advice would you give me? 
(Ss answer)

(Instruction)

Very good! Now, like this, I want you to become a consultant like Abby. Read the problem and discuss with your partners about what advice you would give to your reader. I’ll give you one and a half minutes. 
(CCQ)

What are you going to do with your partner? 

How much time do you have? 

(Distribute the worksheet)

Okay, class. Now let’s discuss some of your answers. 

Amy, what answer would you give to your reader? 

(Ss answer)

(Ask several other students as long as the time allows)



	Main Activity 

	Materials: “Make your perfect spouse/partner” worksheet, Power point. 

	Time
8 minutes

	Set Up
Group work 

	Procedure:

Okay, now we are going to a fun group activity. 
Everyone has their own Mr. and Mrs. perfect, right? 

(Ss answer)

Now, we are going to make that idea into a real person with visible image to present to your classmates. 

(Demonstration)

Claire, can you describe your ideal partner? 

(Student answer)

Very good. Thank you. 

(Instruction)

Now like this, I want you to present your ideal partner to your class. However, you do have a worksheet that can help you to visualize your ideal partner. I want you to do this with your group. Discuss and make your group’s ideal partner. I’ll give you 3 minutes. 
(CCQ)
Are you doing this activity alone? 

What are you going to do after you finish discussing the given work with your group? 

(Students present their ideal partner / spouse afterward)

	Group work 
(Debate)

	Procedure:

Now that we all heard and saw visualized version of your 
Ideal spouse, let’s debate about what is the most 

Important factor to look for in your partner. 

Give me some ideas. 

(Ss give ideas)

(Extract two main factors from Ss ideas)
Who thinks choice A is more important?

Raise your hand. 

Who thinks choice B is more important?

Raise your hand.

(Divide the group into two by distributing badge)

(Demonstration)

(As, Ss are giving ideas, they will support their answer)

Okay, like what you just did, I want you to support your

opinion if the other opponent is asserting another idea. 

(Instruction)
Okay, now let’s briefly debate about why you think each

factor is more important than the other. I’ll give you 3
minutes. Try to make the other opponent to agree with

idea. 

(CCQ)

What are you supposed to do? 

How much time do you have? 

(SS debate about their opinions)

Students will speak out their opinion through debate.

Language Skills:


Listening : Listening to others’ opinion through debate and discussion 


Reading : “Dear Abby” and “Making your own ideal spouse/partner” worksheet


Speaking : Giving advice, debate, presentation 


Writing : “Making your own ideal spouse/partner worksheet





Language Systems:





Lexis : Vocabularies related to occupation, personality, appearance, and hobbies


Function : Giving advice, presentation, debate 





Assumptions:


Students have their personal preference when looking for ideal spouse / partner 


Students know basic vocabularies used to describing a person. 


 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students might not understand some vocabularies 


→Provide the worksheet and make students work in pairs for collaboration 


Students might feel intimidated about speaking in front of the class


→Make communicative classroom environment (semi-circle seating arrangement), 


set the task as pair-work so students can work with their partners. 
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
