	Procedure:

Hello, class. How are you today? 
Today has been really long for me. I thought I lost my credit card because of my habit of not putting it in my wallet. I have been putting my credit card in the front pocket of my bag since I changed my wallet. 

What kind of habits do you have? 

(Elicit answers from students)

(For example, when Amy say “My habit is biting my nails since I was a baby”, I will write down 

[Amy has been biting her nail since she was a baby] 

(Everybody will take their turns)

Alright, class. Now, do you see any pattern in the sentences written on the board? 

(Ss answer)

Right, you see “have/has been …ing” right? 

This is what we are going to learn today.

	Procedure:
Now, let’s learn more specifically about 
“Have/has been …ing” pattern. 

We use this pattern to talk about a situation or activity that started in the past and has been in progress for a period until now.  

First, it can be used with expressions that indicate the time period like “since” and “for.”
Let’s look at this example. 

(Show the examples written on the sheet and read them with students together) 

*I’ve been meaning to phone Claire since I heard she’s taking the TESOL course with Michelle

*The competition between Yuna Kim and Mao Asada has been running since they were juniors. 

* Sun has been living in Korea for over two months now. 

* May have been saying for ages that she wants to go out on a blind date. 

Next, without these time expressions, this pattern refers to a recent situation or activity and focuses on its present results. 

(Show the examples written on the sheet and read them with students together) 

* I’ve been doing yoga to stay healthy

* Rachel hasn’t been able to play with her daughters in the weekend. She’s been coming to TESOL classes. 

Also, this pattern is used when the situation or activity may still be going on, or it may just have stopped. 

(Show the examples written on the sheet and read them with students together) 

*We’ve been learning “I have been …ing” for 5 minutes. 

*Your eyes are red – have you been crying? 

Now we’ve learned when we use this pattern. 

This pattern is called ‘Present perfect continuous’. 

(CCQ Students) 

When do we use present perfect continuous tense? 
(Demonstrate)

Now, look at the board. 
Let’s practice what we’ve just learned. Use the verb in brackets. What would be correct phrase for the blank?

	Procedure:

Now, we have learned about present perfect continuous right? 
We use present perfect continuous when we talk about a situation or activity that started in the past and is still happening now or has just stopped. However, sometimes, present continuous can do the same thing. 

Look at this example. 

I come to Tesol class every weekend. 

I have been coming to Tesol class since March. 

Now, then the problem is when do we only use present perfect continuous, right? 

We use present perfect continuous when we are talking about how long the action or event has been going on. 

Notice how I have said “since March” with it? 

(CCQ) 

When do we only use present perfect continuous? 

Now, let’s do a fun group game. 

(Instruction) 

It’s a game called “Snap”. Each group has 10 sentences to complete. When you see the board, there are 10 sentences with blanks. See the sketch book here to check the answer for the blank. If you think the answer on the sketch book is correct, say ‘Snap!”. If it’s not, say pass. 
If you say ‘Snap’ when it’s not correct, you will gain one more sentence to solve. I’ll time each group and the group who finishes it early is the winner.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


* Students might find it difficult to distinguish present perfect continuous and present continuous → Explain beforehand and compare them for better understanding 


* Students might not understand the game rule → Explain thoroughly and CCQ 


* Students might have problem making a dialogue with their partner → monitor actively and provide help when students need it.
