4. put the flashcard in order

Aims:


Students will be familiar with some keywords by doing worksheet and teacher’s explanation.


Students will be able to get the main ideas of each paragraph by ordering it in sequences. 


Student will improve listening by listening to the story after reading.


Student will improve speaking by sharing with new group partners.








Language Skills:


Reading: reading the story and worksheet


Listening: listening the story, teacher’s talk and group member’s talk


Speaking: sharing ideas about ordering the paragraph in sequence


Writing: answering the worksheet and taking a note of the story





Language Systems:


Lexis: duckling/fly/swim/excitement/between you and me


Phonology: listening the story


Discourse: ordering the flashcards in sequence with group members








Assumptions:


All students may not know the fly duckling story.


All students will come to the class, so that I can divide them in three groups.


All students are mostly active so that the class will work in groups.


All students already know how the class is set up and run the pace of the course











Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be enough time to complete the lesson


→Assign the post activity fill in the blanks task as a homework.


Students may finish the post activity earlier than I expected 


→Get students fill in the blanks on the reading material and check the answer together.
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
