Materials:

-Listening file and computer (a dialogue with a length 1 minute 26 seconds)
-Dinner time picture (recipe, pizza, etc)

-worksheet #1(listening exercise Q&A)

-worksheet #2(text completion quiz)

; 13 copies (12 copies for each student + 1 extra copy)

-work sheet #3(for discussion)

; 3 copies (3 copies for each pairs+ 1 extra copy)

-Home work Assignment(multiple choice and short-answer Questions)
Aims:

-student will learn English by listening to a real-life dialogue
-student will practice listening for main idea by question and answer
-student will practice listening for details by choosing correct answers and by doing gap fill

-student will learn new words through sentence and vocabulary matching

- Students will practice conversational discourse through group discussion on the topic of dinner time
Language Skills:

-Listening: listening to the dialogue, teacher’s instructions, group discussion, gap fill, choosing answers

-Speaking: discussion, answering questions, checking answers with a partner

-Reading: Dialogue, sentence and vocabulary matching

-Writing: write answers on the worksheet (text completion quiz)

Language Systems:

-Lexis: starving, yuck, adaptation, mess up

-Phonology: pronunciation of vocabulary words, listening to the sound of  the ‘dinner time ‘ dialogue and reading loudly to answer the questions

-Discourse: discussion, answering questions
Assumptions about Students:

-Students are pre-intermediate in level and know most of the vocabulary used in the script
-All students are adult (they are over 20 years old)

-Most students had experience of dinner cooking

Students already know;

-student should speak only English in the class

-the teacher’s style of  teaching and pace of the course
Possible Problems and Solutions:

- If students don’t understand certain vocabulary words, the words may be taught and examples will be given
-If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
 Tell students more examples of dinner time vocabulary
- If there is not enough time, shorten the discussion

	1.Teaching vocabulary; starving, yuck or yucky, adaptation, mess up>

Explain the word, drill the pronunciation, write the word on the board, elicit the syllable stress, and concept check.

*starving(verb): It is a verb meaning hungry
Starving CCQs

Is the bear starving during the hibernation?

*yuck or yucky(interjection): It is an interjection meaning disgusting
Yuck CCQs

What kind of smells yucky?
(showing a disgusting picture)Is it yuck?

*Adaptation(noun)/adapt(verb): It is a noun/verb meaning change to something
Adaptation CCQs

Have we had to adapt quickly to the new system?
What language is used to adaptation in this book?

*Mess up(phrasal verb): It is a phrasal verb meaning to make a mistake or making something untidy(cluttered)

Mess up CCQs

Who made mess up on this desk?
Is it clean or mess up?
3.Prediction
