Aims:

-. Students will improve their listening skills by listening to the media coverage
-. Students will practice concentrating on listening by choosing answers 

-. Students will learn vocabulary and understand them by making CCQs
-. Students will improve their speaking skills by doing discussion and role-play
Language Skills:

-. Listening : teacher’s instructions during the class, other students speaking for discussion, pair work and role-play, gap fill, choosing answers
-. Reading : reading four worksheets

-. Writing : gap fill, writing a short dialogue about topic

-. Speaking : discussion regarding answers with a partner, answering questions, role-play
Language Systems:

-. Grammar : Have you ever been ~ ? 
-. Lexis : purpose, convention, belongings, capital, entire
-. Phonology: pronunciation of vocabulary words
-. Discourse: discussion, answering questions, role-play

-. Function: conversational expressions involved topic
Assumptions about Students:

-. Students are pre-intermediate in level and know most of the vocabulary used in the sheets.
-. Students are willing to participate in pair/group work

-. Students know how to past participle tense, but need some review of 
   “Have you ever been~?”
-. Most of students have experience travel to other countries
-. Students already know how the class is set up and operation

   (6 pairs and 3 group in 4 people) 
Possible Problems and Solutions:

-. If students need more time when they work on each activities, when you monitoring them, give some tips if asked and encourage them.
-. If students don’t  understand certain vocabulary words, the words may be taught and  examples will be given.
-. If the activity is done earlier than expected, give students some questions about their own experience about topic

-. If students not be able to differentiate the pronunciation when listening, try listen word by word and demonstrate though slow pronunciation

-.following listening to dialogue, please choose the correct answers in the quiz sheet by themselves. You have 3 minutes.

(ICQs)

-.Are you going to do it with your partner?

5.discussion the answers
-.we’re going to discuss the answers in pair. So, please  compare them each other and talk about 

  sentences involved answers for 3minutes.

6. Feedback

-.After checking the answers with a partner, ask them “Were there any problems?”
(ICQs)

-.Are you working alone?

-.What time do you have?

-.What do you have to do ?

(distribute script sheet)
7.Teacher gives students explanation of answers.
-.All right. Now let’s check the answers together.
-.After teacher reading question ,teacher picks one student up and ask her/him answer and sentence involved answer.

8. Teach vocabulary
-.words: purpose, belongings, convention, entire

  Explain the word, drill pronunciation two times,

  write the word in the left on the board, elicit the syllable, stress and concept check.

-. Purpose (noun)- The purpose is the reason for which it is made or done.
< Purpose CCQs>
What is your purpose to studying English?
why do you have purpose doing something?
Have you ever changed your purpose?

-.belongings (noun)- It is something you have.

<belongings CCQs> 

Are these bags your belongings?
What is your personal belonging?

How many belongings do you have?

-.Convention (noun)- It is meaning the group has the same object and gathering for discuss issues they are interested in.

<Convention CCQs>
What convention have you ever participated in?
What kind of convention are you attending now?
How often the convention is took place?

How did you do apply for the convention?

9.doing gap fill activity

-.Teacher hear students the dialogue twice. 

-.“Now we’re going to listen again. I’ll play twice.

    while listening the dialogue, please fill in the 

blank alone. You have 4 minutes.”
(demonstration)

-.“Let’s look at No.1. customs officer: Next. uh. your (      ) please? ”
“which word do you think should be in the blank? ” 

-.Wait for a bit until students come up with an answer.

(ICQs)
-.Are you working in group?

-.What activity do you have to do for 5 minutes?

-.What time do I play the dialogue?

10.Check the correct answers.

-.“Ok. did you finish all of them? So, from now discuss answers you write with your partner,

    comparing partner’s answers for 5 minutes. It’s fine that the answers are not perfect. ”
11. Check certain answers with teacher.
-. Teacher tell students certain answers by watching sheet and read the dialogue with partner
12. Making a short dialogue and doing role-play

-. Ask students making a short dialogue including some situation that can be happened to you at the immigration in group for 5 minutes.
    Students make sure that all member of group have a role and memorize sheet.
(demonstration)

-.Teacher makes a short dialogue immediately.

-. After making a dialogue, do role-play without sheet.

13. Do role-play
-. Students in each group stand in front of classroom and do role-play with their own dialogue

14. Grammar focus (Have you ever been~?)

-.A past participle indicates past or completed action or time. It is often called ‘ed’ form as it is formed by adding d or ed, to the base form of regular verbs, however it is also formed in various other ways for irregular verbs
(demonstrating)

-.Teacher writes down ‘Have you ever been~?’ and two other sentences are used to past participle.

-.Teacher asks students speaking using past participle by picking student up.
