	Procedure:
(Attach the substitution table on the board and put a box on the table.)

Good morning everyone. This is the last class of today. Are you happy now? (Ss answer.) Me, too.(or “You will be.”)  Here, I have something you like. Guess what! If you are hungry, you will really like it. (Ss answer.) Right, it’s food. (Take some food out of the box and write down ‘Food’ on the board.)Today, the topic is food.

	Procedure:
Now, we will divide this food. Start with this. What’s this? (Pick up a banana. Ss answer.) I’ll count bananas.  One, two, three... Count means ‘say numbers.’ Can we count bananas? Yes.(move the bananas.) Next…(pick up an apple. Ss answer.) Can we count this? Yes.(do the same action.) 
How about milk?(Ss answer. Pour milk into a bottle and refill another cup with milk.) We can divide milk and put together. We can’t count. How about cocoa powder? We can also divide this and put together. Sesame? How about candies? (Ss answer.)
(Show Ss the substitution table)

                                      Do you have some milk?(X) 
When we count nouns, add ‘a’ or ‘an’ in front of nouns. When we can’t count, add ‘some’, but when you ask questions, use ‘any.’ Repeat after me.(Read and repeat.)

(Pick up flash cards.) Say the word with a or an or some. For example, some jam. Are you ready? Go! (drilling) Good job! 
(CCQ’s) Can I count milk?

Do I have a sesame or any sesame?

When we count nouns, what we add?

Grammar : usage of countable and uncountable nouns





Assumptions:


Students know general names of food.


Students know how to use a/an and some/any properly.


Students are familiar with the teacher’s procedure and style in class.


Students can do pair work and group work.


Students are usually active and hard-working.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may have difficulty in understanding countable and uncountable nouns.


- explain the lesson twice with more demonstration or explanation.





There might be no time to finish up


-drop the worksheet activity (for homework)





There might be extra time


-hand out assignment and give instructions (demonstration & ICQ’s)


-write down some wrong sentences on the board and ask students to correct them.
