How Do My Bones Move?
 Hello, McGraw Junior High School. I’m Dr. Hedge. I specialize in bones. I’m here to tell you how important bones are and why you have to take good care of them.
  Do you  all like Halloween? Let’s think back to last Halloween. Everywhere you went trick-or-treating, there were vampires, ghosts, zombies, and skeletons. Vampires, ghosts, and zombies don’t really exist, but skeletons do.
  You have a skeleton made up of about 206 bones. These bones give your body structure, let you move, protect your organs, and more.
  Bones don’t work alone. They need help from muscles and joints. You all know what muscles are, don’t you? Joints are points where two bones meet each other. The muscles pull the joints. That’s why you are able to bend turn from side to side, and move in all directions.
  Bones are hard outside and soft inside. They can easily be broken if you are not careful. It is very important to wear appropriate equipment, especially when you play sports. For example, you have to wear a helmet and elbow and knee pads when you go inline skating.
  Bones are made of calcium and other minerals. Dairy products such as milk and cheese are good for them. Another way to make the bones strong is doing exercises or playing sports. Try running or jumping rope. Try football, baseball, or basketball.
