Aims:
Students will practice listening for the main idea by checking predictions and answering 5 multiple choice questions.

Students will practice listening for details by filling in blanks.

Students will practice conversational discourse through discussion , answering questions and learning songs
Language Skills:

Listening: checking predictions, answering questions, gap fill, instructions

Speaking: discussion, prediction

Reading: gap fill worksheet

Lexis: Prescription, Examine, Appointment, Injection.
Phonology: drilling pronunciation and singing a song
Discourse: discussion, answering questions
Assumptions about Students:

Students are intermediate in level.

Students know present perfect.

Students will get to know how to book in a hospital. 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

If there’s not enough time, omit the main idea II questions, or quickly give students the answers for the details listening activity.

If there’s too much time, let students sing a song in pairs.
If students have trouble doing the details gap fill, then pause the dialogue between sentences.

If the CD player does not work, read the script to students.

	1.Elicit for the topic

	3.Teach vocabulary (Prescription, Examine, Appointment, Injection. )
A. Give the definition.
B. Drill the pronunciation.
C. Write the word on the board.
D. Teach the intonation.

8. Listen for Details

“Now we’re going to listen for details. Look at the script I gave you. We can find out what your missing words are. Number what you missed. Listen again and write them in the spaces.” Demonstrate the first answer. You may listen 2 times.

Feedback

Ask each student to read a sentence if time allows. If time is short, ask students to call out the answers, or simply give students the correct answers.
