	Language Skills

	-  Listening  :  the short stories about “The origin of hamburger”
-  Speaking :  present their ideas of some questions, compare answers with a partner,

                       discussions.

-  Reading  :  vocabulary and exercise worksheet.

-  writing     : answering and correcting answers in the worksheets, dictation,
                      marking  true or false question.

	Assumptions

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	-  Students may have some difficulties to understand  American culture&food

   -> give  ss  back-ground  information about an American food &culture   

-  Students may miss the details such as, prepositions or articles because of chunks     

    And speed
   -> Divide the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

-  if Students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated 

    - ask as many students as possible about the orign of other foods like pizza,taco

        Or give Ss extra task

  ->if time is short

    - Reduce post-activity conversation time, and let 1or 2 students to present their ideas.

1. Listening for the main idea.

Instructions

(Work individually. Ss listen to the story without pausing.

Ss check whether the predictions  they made are correct or incorrect while  listening.)

Can you talk while listening?

Can you get the every information you need while listening?
Can you notice which sentence is true or false while    listening?
(Play whole story without pausing)

Ask Ss whether they want to listen again.

If yes-Let them listen one more time

If no-Let them go for checking the answers in pairs

Check answers

Ss work in pairs to compare the answers.

Check the answers as a whole class after the pair work.

2.Listening for details

Instructions

Work individually. Ss read through the questions for I min then listen to the story. Ss write answer the questions about the story while listening.

Ss can ask to pause and replay the recording until they have got all the answers. Ss need to take notes to answer the questions.
