Today, we are going to learn about some very important and very peculiar  English adverbs. Adverbs of  degree. These are the words “very” , and “too”

1. Meaning

The words, ‘very’, and ‘too’ are used a lot in our daily conversation. But  sometimes we confuse choosing correct  one. They are all adverbs, and they are all used to indicate intensity or degree. However, their meanings are  different and they are used in different ways.

[Eliciting the differences using sample sentences]

a. Very( Very + adjective )
This coffee is very hot. (But I still can drink it.); "Very" means 'extremely, but  manageable.'

ex) The food is very spicy (But you still can eat it)

CCQ

If the song "chitty chitty bang bang by Lee hyo ri" is very complicated for you, can you still sing it?

b. “Too”

The coffee  is too hot.    ( Too + adjective )
The water  is too cold  for mark. 
(Too+adjective  for someone)
The coffee is too bitter to drink. 
( Too + adjective + infinitive)
The coffee is too hot  for him to hold.
(Too + adjective for someone + infinitive) 
Note: if the coffee is very hot, but we might be still able to drink it. We like hot coffee even very hot coffee.

But if the coffee is too hot, forget it:
 The result is negative, we can't drink it.

We will burn ourselves.

And we see in all of these sentences, when “too” come before  adjectives, hot, cold, bitter, the expected result are negative.

“Too” means a high degree or intensity which is not manageable by the speaker.
