Materials:

-  White board, board markers, magnet
-  Some pictures, postcard (10 sheets + extra 1), colored pens
-  10 copies of the vocabulary matching worksheets (+ extra 2 copies)
-  10 copies of the reading text “Vegetable Orchestra” (+ extra 2 copies)
-  10 copies of the comprehension question worksheets (+ extra 2 copies)
-  10 copies of the extra worksheets (for SOS plan or homework) (+ extra 2)
Aims:
-  To develop intensive reading skill by answering a guiding question to find the main idea and answering comprehension questions to understand the detail.
-  To learn about the Vegetable Orchestra by reading the text, answering questions and writing a fan letter to Ss’ favorite musician. 
-  To learn Vegetable Orchestra related vocabulary by doing a matching worksheet, listening to the teacher’s explanation, answering concept check questions and seeing some pictures.

Language Skills:
-  Reading  :  Matching worksheet,  guiding question,  comprehension questions and the reading text
-  Speaking  :  Group discussion to answer the guiding question and sharing the contents of  Ss’ fan letter 
-  Listening  :  The teacher’s explanation about new vocabulary and group discussion
-  Writing  :  Writing fan letter  
Language Systems:
-  Lexis : instrument, vegetable, unique 
-  Phonology : practicing new vocabulary 

-  Function : writing fan letter
-  Discourse : discussion on the topic (related to one’s own experience)
Assumptions about Students:
-  Ss are second year middle school students. 
-  Ss know what concert is.
-  Ss know the teacher’s style of teaching.
-  Ss can speak and write in English but not very accurately.
-  Ss know how to skim and scan.
Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Ss may have different pace in reading the text
-  Teacher reads the text with Ss and explains the sentences that Ss do not understand.

Some Ss will have difficulty in doing the comprehension question worksheet

-  Have Ss do themselves first and give some help. If they still don’t know, explain the general story of the text.

If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)

-  Be flexible with the time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity
If Ss finish their activity early (for SOS plan or homework)

-  Give Ss an extra worksheet.

T : Before we read the text, let’s learn some new

vocabulary.
I. Vocabulary
*instrument
(a) Presentation
(T puts up the picture on the WB with magnet, writes “instrument” under the picture)
T: What can you see in this picture ?

(Ss answer “piano, violin, guitar…)

- Right. When people want to play music, they need instrument. What you just said ; piano, violin, guitar belong in the same category. “instrument.”
- Repeat after me, “instrument.”
(b) C.C.Q
- Beethoven, Chopin, Mozart had in common.

What’s that?  (Ss answer)

Yes. They played the piano very well. 
Piano is a tool or instrument? 
It’s “instrument.”
*vegetable
(a) Presentation

(T puts up the picture on the WB with magnet, writes “vegetable” under the picture)

T: What can you see in this picture ?

(Ss answer “carrot, mushrooms, onion…)

- Good job. This picture is also all of the same kind ; “Vegetable”
- Repeat after me, “vegetable.”
(b) C.C.Q

- Pumpkin is a fruit or vegetable? 
It’s “vegetable.”
*unique 

(a)  Presentation

(T puts up the picture on the WB with magnet, writes “unique” under the picture and reads)

T: repeat after me. 

   “unique”
- Eliciting:
Look at the picture. 

How do their outfits look?

- Are they dressed ordinary and usual?

Or are they dressed special and unusual?

(Ss answer “special and unusual”)

Yes, we call it “unique.”
- Repeat after me, “unique”.

(b) C.C.Q

- Many famous entertainers like to wear something special. Do they express themselves with the plain clothes or unique clothes?
(Ss answer “ unique”)

T: Now, we are going to do a matching activity.

Instruction 
Match the word in the box to the meaning on the upper side.

Work alone. You have 1 minute. 
CCQ
Are you working in pairs?

What are you supposed to do?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet and monitor discreetly)

Let’s Check the answer together.

What did you get for “unique”?

(Check all the answers orally with the Ss)
