(Point me on the picture.)

	Procedure:

1. Telling Ss the situation
My younger sister and I went shopping to buy some goods last Sunday. After we shopped for two hours, we went to the café to take a rest. Eating red bean sherbet, we checked the things we bought.
C.C.Q 
Did they go shopping on Saturday? (N)
Did they buy some goods? (Y)

Did they drink orange juice at the café? (N)

Let’s check what they bought in more detail.
2. Using two marker sentences
1) I bought two T-shirts.

(Show picture #2, #3.)

**Elicit MS1 “You bought two T-shirts; one was white and the other was yellow.”
C.C.Q 
How many T-shirts did I buy? (two)
What color was each T-shirts? (One was white and the other was yellow.)
**Drill

T--- I bought two T-shirts; one was white and the other was yellow. x3(2nd time with fingers)

T--- Ss repeat after teacher(1 time) 

Ss-half-----small groups-----solo
2) My sister bought two cosmetics.

(Show picture #4, #5.)

**Elicit vocab: Women use these to make themselves up.
**Add to W/B
**Write on W/B 

**Elicit MS2 “She bought two cosmetics; one was an eye liner and the other was sun block.
C.C.Q 
How many cosmetics did she buy? (two)

What items was each cosmetics? (One was an eye liner and the other was sun block.)

**Drill

T--- She bought two cosmetics; one was an eye liner and the other was sun block. x3(2nd time with fingers)

T--- Ss repeat after teacher(1 time) 

Ss-half-----small groups-----solo

**Re-elicit MS1

What did I buy?
How many?

What color?

**Elicit &Written record

(Write two MS on W/B.)

**Highlight form

(Mark ‘one ~ the other’ with marker.)

	Procedure:
1. Controlled practice
(Add the substitution table to WB.)
Let’s practice more with this substitution table.

(Point the first picture.)
T-What are there?

Ss-There are 2 apples.

T-Yes, it’s right. There are 2 apples; one is small and the other is big. One is green and the other is red.
Listen one more time and then repeat.

I.C.Q 
Do you repeat now? (No)
What should you do now? (Listen)
(Read the sentence pointing each word.)

(Ss repeat.)
(Teacher has one student drills just one sentence.)

(Point the second picture.)

T-What are there?

Ss-There are 2 men.

T-Yes, it’s right. There are 2 men; one is handsome and the other is ugly. One is short and the other is tall.

Listen one more time and then repeat.

I.C.Q 
Do you repeat now? (No)
What should you do now? (Listen)
(Read the sentence pointing each word.)

(Ss repeat.)

(Teacher has one student drills just one sentence.)

2. Less controlled practice
(Divide Ss pairs and just one small group. – Because the number of Ss is odd.)

We are going to play a bingo game. 
You should say the color of hearts using one ~ the other.

For example, one is red and the other is white.

The team who makes 3 lines first would be a winner.
(Demo. Hold the worksheet and point horizontal, vertical, diagonal direction to Ss.)
All Ss have to say at least one time. 

I.C.Q 
What should you say? (One is ~ and the other is ~.)

Do all Ss have to say? (Y)
How many directions are okay when you make a bingo? (three)

(Distribute worksheet#1.)

(Monitor discreetly.)

	Procedure:
1. Free production
(Divide Ss three groups.)
You’ll have a picture in each group.

Looking at the picture, choose two any objects and describe it using one ~ the other.
For example, there are two people; one is tall and the other is short.
Write the sentences on your notebook.

I’ll give you 6 minutes.

I.C.Q 
When you describe two objects, what words should you use? (one ~ the other)

Do you have to write it down? (Y)

How much time do you have? (6 min)

(Distribute picture #6, #7, #8 – random.)

(Monitor discreetly.)
2. Feedback 
Let’s share ideas together.
(T points one student in each group and have the Ss present their idea showing the picture.)
3. Error correction 
(If the students have some errors when speaking, teacher writes the wrong sentence on the board and asks students to fix them.)
4. Closing

Today, we studied about one ~ the other
When how many objects there are, can it be used? (two)
Good job! Have a nice day and see you next time.

Aims:


Students will know the use of “One ~ the other” and practice the form in sentences.


Students can make sentences with their own words using “One ~ the other.”


Students will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group.





Language Skills:


- Listening: Teacher’s instructions, explanation & questions, students’ presentation their idea


- Speaking: Drilling, practice activities, group working & pair working


- Reading: Substitution table


- Writing: Taking notes in the production stage








 








Language Systems:


- Phonology: Listening to instructions & explanations, drilling 


 - Grammar: “One ~ the other”


 - Function: Find out how two objects are in the picture


 - Lexis: studying a word in the presentation stage


 - Discourse: Doing group activity














Assumptions:


 -Ss already know the meaning of “One ~ the other”, but not correctly use it so, they need practice.


 -Ss already know countable & uncountable nouns. 


-Ss know various colors.


-Ss like group activities.


-Ss know the rule of Bingo game very well.


-Ss like seeing pictures.


-Ss are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the course.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Ss may not clearly understand the meaning 


   -> Provide more examples and explanations 


 -Ss may have a hard time drilling 


   -> Give students more chances to practice 


 -Ss may finish the activity in the production stage too early. 


-> Let all the Ss share their opinions with the whole class after sharing them with their own group.
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
