	Aims:
· Ss will know the form, meaning, and how to use “forget to do & forget doing”  
by  eliciting, listening to teacher’s explanation, seeing a visual demonstration, answering
concept check question, Bingo game and completing the worksheet.


	Language Skills:
· Listening : listening to teacher’s instruction, explanations
· Speaking : drilling, answering questions, and practice activities
· Reading : worksheet instructions & questions
· Writing : answering the worksheet.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : listening to instruction & explanations, drilling

· Grammar : “forget to do & forget doing”  
· Function : describing words used “when Ss forgot the things they should do” 

& “ when Ss forgot the things they already did.”
-    Lexis : new vocabulary in the story
-    Discourse : sharing Ss’ experience about forgetfulness


	Assumptions:
Ss already know : - The teacher’s style of teaching.
- How the class is set up and run.

                                 - They should speak only English in the class.

-  Bingo game rule.

Ss are middle school students.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not clearly understand the meaning about “forget to do & forget doing”
( Provide more examples.
· Ss may have a hard time drilling.
( Encourage Ss to do it.

( If Ss cannot correct their pronunciation by themselves, help Ss with it.
· There may be extra time left in the lesson
( S.O.S Plan : Have Ss share their experience about forgetfulness in pairs.
· There may not be enough time to finish the lesson.
( Reduce time of individual or pair activity.

<Greeting>

Hello, everyone. 
How are you today? 
Did you enjoy the soccer game between Korea and Greece last Saturday?
<Eliciting>

Show Ss pictures of ‘Minho Lee and his girlfriend’
Look at this picture. Do you know who he is?

Yes. That’s right. This is Minho. He is a handsome and famous architect who makes a plan to build a great house. But there is a big problem that is to forget something to do too often.

Yejin is his girlfriend and coworker. She is warmhearted and pretty.

On a Sunday morning, Minho left home in a hurry to go on a date with Yejin.  What did he forget? Let’s think about it. 
<CCQs> :  Does Minho have a job that designs houses? (Y)

Does he have a good memory? (N)
                  Are Minho & Yejin a couple? (Y)

Whole class

	Procedure:
This time, let’s think about Minho’s careless experience in more detail.
Show Ss pictures of ‘Minho’s house’ 

This is Minho’s lovely house. Now there is no one here. 

But his precious treasure is missing. Can you guess what it is?
Show Ss pictures of his ‘telescope’ and let Ss learn a new vacab 
Dadah…. Does anyone know what this is called?

That’s right. “This is a telescope.” 
Listen and repeat. “telescope” “telescope”
His only hobby is looking at the stars at night through his telescope.
His favorite thing is missing.
Can you guess why? 
Poor Minho didn’t lock the door because of his forgetfulness and a thief broke into his house. 
Elicit MS1  “He forgot to lock the door.” 
<CCQs> : Did he lock the door when he left home? (N)

                 Was the door open? (Y)

<Drill> : He forgot to lock the door x 3 (2nd time with fingers)

               Ss repeat after teacher (1 or 2)

               Practice whole Ss--->half--->small groups--->solo
 Show Ss the picture of his house that is left in chaos
Look at this house. How is it? When Minho & Yejin came back his home, the house was a mess. Yejin rushed to her house next to Minho’s house. She can’t remember she left the door locked or unlocked. Fortunately, the door was closed.  
Elicit MS2  “She forgot locking the door.” 

<CCQs> : Did she lock the door?  (Y)

                 Was the door open?  (N)

<Drill> : He forgot locking the door x 3 (2nd time with fingers)

               Ss repeat after teacher (1 or 2)

             Practice whole Ss--->half--->small groups--->solo

 Put up Substitution Table on the WB. T get Ss to identify the component parts of the structure and give Ss a chance to look at two marker sentences they learned.
Look at this Substitution Table. This is the form you learned and practiced today. When you forget the things you should do, you can use “forget + to-Verb” form. And when you forget the things you already did, you can use “forget + Verb-ing” form

 If you want, it’s ok to write down this form on your notebook. 
Do you want to write down? OK. Good!
