	Aims:

· Ss learn new words concerning the survival items
· Ss practice speaking by discussion

· Ss learn how to express their opinion for choosing items

· Ss improve to think creatively

	Language Skills:

- Listening : listening to the T’s instruction
                 listening to the other Ss’s talking while discussion

- Speaking : discussion in group and presentation
- Reading : reading the words

- Writing : doing worksheet #1 and writing down their opinion on the white    blank paper        

	Language Systems:

· Phonology : pronouncing new words appropriately
· Lexis : learning new words

· Discourse : discussion with others

· Function : sharing their opinions


	Assumptions:
- Ss already know:
- How the class is set up and run

   - The T’s style of teaching and the pace of course

   - How to express their pinion in English

- Ss are familiar with groups discussion


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If Ss may not understand instruction and new words

   → one more explanation

· If time in short

      → shorten the preparation time with the 5minutes time left

· If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

   → give Ss time to think about more survival items

Hello, everyone.

How are you doing today?

<Eliciting>

Here are 2 pictures on the board.

Do you know the stories?

That’s right. Both of them are about surviving in an island nobody lives.

As you know, they made survival items by themselves. But fortunately, we have 9 survival items to stay in the island.

Today, we are going to talk about survival items.

So, now let’s look at the items.

	Study new words according to the topic

<Instruction>

Now, we’re going to look at 9 survival items on the board.

T shows the pictures explaining the meaning of the new words.
Shaving mirror, Fishing kit, Shark repellent, Maps of the area, Five –gallon can of water, Two boxes of chocolate, 15 feet of nylon rope, Floating sea cushion, Mosquitoes netting.

Let’s find the word appropriate to each picture.
(Distribute the worksheet #1)

The words are at the bottom of the paper. Write the right word the blank. We will work individually.

<Demonstration>

Let’s do the first one together. What is the word? Yes, it’s a shaving mirror.

Find the word and write it in the blank.

<CCQ>

Are you working alone?
How can we fill in the blanks?

Now, let’s check the answers together.

<Instruction>

Let’s make three groups of four.

And then, discuss for deciding the top priority of 9 survival items in your group.

I’ll give you a white blank paper in each group so you can write down your opinion on it.

We have 9minutes. If you have any questions, feel free to ask.

<CCQ>

What are you going to do?

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?
(Distribute the white blank papers)
Monitor Ss’s doing and participate within each group. If Ss ask any questions, answer them.

Give Ss the time warning: 1minute left.
<Presentation>

Now, we’re going to have presentation.
At first, choose one person and the S write them on the board.

(Ss write down the top priority they decided )

Each of Ss can choose 2 or 3 items for presentation. Which team wants to be first?
