My successful learning experience of Japanese in an adult all-day class in Osaka, Japan. Modern teaching style, fun to learn. 
II. Body
1. Teacher type ; middle of the 'Involver' and 'Enabler'. Let　students make funny sentences which helps to improve writing and reading skills. 
2. Characteristics of adult learners ; goal oriented and linked　each other personally
3. My intrapersonal learning style ; Good - deep awareness of dream and strong will to future. Bad - weak at negative comments and easy to get boring of daily routine. 
4. Effective teaching ; Focusing on communication skill by debating class.
III. Conclusion
To succeed in second language acquisition, there must be a teacher who knows students’ type well and tries to be an active mother of students.
When after my graduation from university in Korea, I decided to learn Japanese and went to Osaka, Japan, for 1 year language course. The academy was all-day class which means the students had to spend their time from 9 in the morning to 5 in the afternoon, Monday to Friday. It sounds like it was a traditional classroom and boring, but actually it was pretty much different from what I usually imagined. I am sure that it was a successful experience and I enjoyed learning a lot. After the graduation from the academy, I could have confidence in speaking in Japanese, pass the high level of Japanese efficiency test, and finally got a job in Japan. 
The Japanese teacher at my language school was middle of ‘Involver’ and ‘Enabler’ style. He knows well the subject matters that being dealt with and tries to involve the students actively and put a great effort into finding interesting activities. He spent a lot of time letting students make frequently using and funny sentences using difficult words or grammars so that students can memorize Japanese not by forcing but by naturally. All of us students were passive, but we started to get accustomed to do it and became to have a great interest in writing and reading Japanese.
Most of us students were willing to go to university in Japan or get a job using Japanese. We even had a student about forty who can listen and speak Japanese well but had a hard time in reading and writing. We students all were specific goal oriented and had our own motivations. We knew what exactly we had to and it is connected to studying very hard everyday. Also, we linked each other personally and it helped to achieve our goals very much. At a result, 80 percent of us passed the Japanese Language Efficiency test with high score.
I am an intrapersonal learner. I have deep awareness of my dreams and strong will to my future. Thanks to these characters, I did not forgive to achieve my goal. However, I am weak at negative comments and was easy to get boring with daily routine schedules. At my Japanese academy, there is a speech contest once in a year. I decided to attend the contest. Through preparing the contest, I could level up my Japanese skill both writing and speaking dramatically and overcome the boredom of all-day study everyday.
There are some points for adults learning a second language. Teachers need to focus on communication not rote learning. During my Japanese class in Japan, we had a debating class every other day. We students were given every subjects previously. It was pretty stressful to prepare it. However, after 1 year, we all could think logically and became to have confidence in communicating in Japanese.
Through my personal experiences succeeded in learning Japanese, I recognized that there are some points that teachers should keep in mind for the second language learners. Teacher must recognize students’ learning type first and try to teach actively. Also, teachers have to let students do think and study by themselves which means they should be a 'Involver' or 'Enabler', and focus on improving communication skills. Learning second language is much similar to learning first language. Like all mothers teach their children to speak language, second language teachers should make active learning environment.
