	Aims:
- To learn English by listening to a real-world dialogue

- To practice new words related to common subject by answering the words questions.

- To practice writing English through writing the answers in the blanks on worksheet.

- To practice speaking through discussion with group about the problems


	Language Skills:

(Elicit their experiences)

Ⅰ.Words 

<Instruction>

You will work with a partner. There are words on the box and meanings are below. If you think some words meanings are one of these numbers, write the letters before the numbers.

You have 4 minutes.

(Distribute the worksheet #1)

<Demonstration>

Look at letter a, “ mountainside ” Which number do you think right meaning of this letter a ?

( wait for a moment to have students say this answer)

Correct. The answer is number “8 .One of the steep sides of a mountain”. So write letter ‘a’ in a circle which is before number 8.
<CCQ>

Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

Where do you write letters to numbers?

Students do the activity while the teacher monitors discreetly.

Answer students if they ask questions.

Time warning before 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. 
Give 1 more minute for comparing with other pairs.

Check answers: let students read the answer together loudly .
<Demonstration>

Letter ‘a’. mountainside  means  number 8.One of the steep sides of a mountain.

What about letter ‘b’? Suntan  means number  1.
When your skin goes brown from being in the sun.
Elicit  answer the questions from students

Give clear feedback to every students’ responses.

Ⅰ.Listening for the main Idea 
<Instruction>

Now, I will turn on the CD player. Do not write anything. Just listen to the dialogue. Think what conversation about. 

<CCQ>

Can you take notes? (No)
What do you need for listening? (nothing, just listen)
(play the CD player)

How many people are talking? 

What are they talking about?

if they can answer well let them share theirs thought, but they cannot answer well, listen one more time and ask same question again. Give clear feedback to every responses

Ⅱ.Listening for the details

< Instruction>

Now, we will listen the dialogue again. Fill the blanks on the worksheet as you listen. If you did not catch them, just pass. 
You will work individually.

(distribute the worksheet #2)

< CCQ>

Are you working with a partner? (no)

Do you have to all fill the blanks? (no)

(Play the CD player. Let students write answers)
Did you fill all the blanks?

In this time, work with your partner. 

< CCQ>

Are you working alone? (No)

(Play the CD player again.)
Have you done it? Ok, share answers with other groups.

Monitoring discreetly.

So, what is the first blank? (suntan)

Right. What about the second one? 

Make them answers one by one.
