	Objective/Aims of Lesson: (What students will be able to do during the lesson 
and as a result of the lesson.)

-To experience how to listen for the gist of a story by using puppetry
-To improve listening skill for characters of story
-To Share students’ thought and feeling about a moral of the story
-To improve understanding skill for a story
-To improve understanding skill for main characters

	Language Skills: (Lists what language skills students will be using)

-Listening: teacher’s telling of story, instructions and explanations, other student’s talk
-Speaking: answer to the questions, conversation among the group of students

	Assumptions: (What students must already be able to do and what concepts 
must already be mastered before the lesson.)

Students already know…
-How to read simple phrase repeatedly
-How to understand the puppets with the story (Puppets will be used more to tell the story for the better understanding
-Ss know the most of vocabularies because they’re high beginner
-Ss know how to follow the simple chant and sing (During the chant the student will move around and sing the chant with group)

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: (What things might go wrong in the lesson 
and what the solution will be.)

-If Ss do not know vocabulary in the story, write the words on board and 
verbally and physically use motion and language to explain the words 
-If Ss can’t find the main idea of the story, elicit more by asking simple 
questions
-If Ss don’t understand the story by end of the lesson, give them a homework with comprehension questions
-If the time is short when Ss exercise the practice to production part, give them 
more time.
