-To be able to pick up details from the conversation by answering questions on a worksheet 



	

	Language Skills

	-Listening: a short conversation between John and Ms. Swift
-Speaking: checking the answers for the questions in pairs
-Writing: answering the questions on the worksheet



	

	Language Systems

	-Phonology: practicing vocabulary

-Lexis: vocabulary used in the conversation


	

	Assumptions

	-Ss know they should speak only English in the class.
-Ss know what they will look for when they rent a house.
-Ss will have chances to rent a house overseas.


	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	-If time is running out, shorten the main activity # 3 –checking the answers. (cut-off plan)

-If there is more time than expected, allow Ss to do their homework in class. (SOS plan)

-If the students don’t have enough numbers to pair up, the teacher will join the activity.

What would be the most important things that you would look for when you rent a house?  (Elicit from students) (For example, location, # of bedrooms, rental cost, etc.)

CCQ

 (Play and pause the conversation whenever the next answer can be found.)
(Ss answer listen and answer the questions.)

(Monitor discreetly. Answer for any questions.)
