-Reading: reading/scanning TV programs on worksheets

-Writing: making one’s own TV program, making questions

	

	Language Systems

	-Function: making questions
-Discourse:  pair discussion


	

	Assumptions

	-Ss know they should speak only English in the class.
-Ss enjoy scanning TV programs 


	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	-If time is running out, shorten the main activity # 3. (cut-off plan)

-If there is more time than expected, allow Ss to do their homework in class. (SOS plan)

-If the students don’t have enough numbers to pair up, the teacher will join the activity.

	Before we have our main activities, let’s learn about what ‘Four types of reading skills’ are first.
-Eliciting:
Can you guess the 4 types of readings skills? What kinds of things do you read?  

(Write them down on the board.)

1. Skimming: to quickly gather the most important information.

(Examples: The Newspaper, Magazine, Business & Travel brochures) 
2. Scanning: to find a particular piece of information. 

(Examples: “What’s on TV” section of your newspaper, A train/airplane schedule, a conference guide, meeting plans)
3. Extensive reading: to obtain a general understanding of a subject and includes reading longer texts for pleasure.
(Examples: The latest marketing strategy book, A novel you read before you going to bed, magazine articles that interest you)

4. Intensive reading: on shorter texts in order to extract specific information. It includes very close accurate reading for detail.
(Examples: A bookkeeping report, An insurance claim, A contract)

(With examples of readings from the students, explain four types of reading skills briefly.)

CCQ:

-For reading “What’s on TV” section of your newspaper, do you use skimming skill? (No, scanning skill)
-For reading a contract, do you need intensive reading skill? (No, intensive reading skill)

Among these four types of reading skills, let’s focus on ‘scanning’ and practice it today.

	1.“What’s On TV?”
Instruction:

Read each question first and then find the answers using the TV schedule. Work in pairs. You have 7 minutes.
CCQ:  

-Will you read the TV schedule first? (No, read each question first.) 

-Will you work individually? (No, in pairs)

-Do you have 10 minutes to do this activity? (No, 7 minutes) 

(Hand out the worksheets. Circulate around the room helping the students when they run into difficulties. Give time warning : 1 minute left.)
Now let’s check the answers together. 

(Ask each pair to read the question and answer and rotate.)

2. Make your own TV program!
-Eliciting:

What are your favorite TV programs? 

Instruction:

You will make your own TV program in pairs and then make 3 questions. You have 7 minutes. (Once you are done, you as a pair will ask the other pair the questions.)

CCQ:

-Will you make a bus schedule? (No, a TV program)
-Will you work as a whole class? (No, in pairs)

-Do you make 5 questions? (No, 3 questions)

-Do you have 10 minutes? (No, 7 mins)

(Hand out the worksheets. Circulate around the room helping the students when they run into difficulties. Give time warning : 1 minute left.)
Instruction:

Now, exchange your own TV programs with the other pair.(Hand out the color pens and papers to draw.) Listen to each question and scan the program for the answer. Move to the next question.  
CCQ:

-Will you read the program first? (No, listen to the question first.)

-Will you read all the information on the program? (No, just scan for the answer.)
