1. Greeting
Good afternoon, class. How are you today? Did you have good weekdays? (Ss answering) All right.

1. Introduce the today’s topic
Instruction

Class, what do you see on the screen? (T using a pic)  (Eliciting from Ss) Yeah, clack, right? Today, we are going to learn and practice how to tell the time based on your everyday routine. Let’s read today’s learning objectives together. (SS read the learning objectives quickly) Class, Look at the clock over there. What time is it now? (Eliciting from Ss) Good job! I’m sure you guys already know how to tell the time right? How many of you already know how to tell the time? Raise your hand. However, I’m going to check your understanding first anyway.
CCQ
How many of you already know how to tell the time? Raise your hand.

	Procedure:

1. Learn new vocabulary 

Instructions
Before we learn how to tell the time, we need to learn some new vocabulary when telling time. What words do we use when telling time? (Eliciting answers from Ss)
Demonstration

Teacher points at hour and min hands on the clock.
Teacher gives Ss the example of colon and o’clock. 
CCQ
What are the words do we need to know for time telling?
Which one is hour hand and which one is min hand? Point at each one on the clock. 
[words]
Hour hand, min hand, o’clock, colon (:), digital clock, analogue clock
-Teacher explains the meaning or use of each word. T can draw out the information from Ss.
-If Ss don’t answer, pick one and have the student answer. 
-If the class doesn’t know the answer, T provides answers right away without waiting too long. 

2. Learn to tell the time

Instructions
OK. Although most of you may already know how to tell the time, I’ll briefly cover it to check your understanding. Ok? Ok, well,  (T using a whole class clock) class, attention please. What time is it? (1 o’clock) that’s right. (T writes down ‘1 o’clock’, and repeats the same process until 12 o’clock) Everyone, well done. But there are two kinds of 12 o’clock, right? What are they?  (Eliciting ‘midnight’ and ‘noon’ or ‘midday’ from Ss) Excellent! When we tell the time in the whole sentence, for example, we say “It’s 1 o’clock.” Right? (T writing down the sentence on the board) Here, ‘it’ is impersonality subject and it doesn’t have any meaning. It just fills in the position of the subject. You got it?  

Demonstration

Teacher puts the clock hands in the right position on the whole class clock.

Teacher writes down what Ss say on the board.
CCQ

What time is it? (1 o’clock) x 12

There are two kinds of 12 o’clock, right? What are they?

‘it’ is impersonality subject and it doesn’t have any meaning. It just fills in the position of the subject. You got it?
What is impersonality subject? Does it have any meaning? 
-T checks Ss’ prior knowledge, and if the whole class already knows it, then move to the next step. 

-T provides explanation if necessary  

3. Get used to unfamiliar time expressions
Instructions
Now, we are going to learn some unfamiliar time expressions. Everyone, look at the screen. Let’s read the upper left box definition first. (T has Ss read all the definitions of each box) Good job. Then, for clearer understanding, let’s practice through some examples. (move to the next screen and practice) Is every time expression clearer? (yes-> move to the next screen and practice through a story) (no-> take more examples and explanations from T until they have clear understanding and then move to the next screen) 

Demonstration

T shows SS some examples for practice and elicits answers from Ss. If they fail to answer, T demonstrates the first example practice. 
T or S tell the time from the story and put the clock hands on the right place on the whole class clock
 CCQ

Class, read the time.
What time is it?

How do we say the time differently?

Put the clock hands on the right spot.
[expressions] 

To, past, at night, in the morning(afternoon, evening)

 1-2min
	pair
group
whole class
	Procedure:

1. Pair work 

Instruction

Make groups of two and attention. Look at the screen. This is the sheet you’re working together on. First, you draw the clock hands on the clock face. Next, you write the time using numbers and colon. 
Demonstration

T gives instructions of what to do on ppt.
Time management
You’ve got one min total, so start now! Thirty seconds left!
CCQ

What are you supposed to do here?
-teacher monitoring actively
-after pair work, T goes through the correct answers with Ss
2. Group work
Instruction

Make groups of four. (T using gestures) Each group makes a story using to, past, o’clock. When making up a story, it should be based on everyday activities you do. Try to make it funny. You have total four min, so start working on it now.
Demonstration

T shows a sample story on ppt.

Time management
You have total four min, so start working on it now.

One min left! So finish up at this point. 
CCQ

What time expressions does your group use for a story?

What are you supposed to keep in mind to make up a story?

-teacher monitoring actively
-after group work, teacher gets two teams to represent their work done to the whole class. If time is limited, just pick one team.
3. Conclude lesson 

Review what Ss have learned in class today.
Give homework
Class, attention. Here is a homework sheet I’m going to give you. How many of you watch TV? Raise your hand. For students who watch TV often, you put the name of your favorite TV programs first with the day you watch it. And draw start time and finish time. And then write how long each program is on. Some of you who don’t watch TV do the different thing such as internet using time or workout time. Anything you can use for the homework sheet is possible. 
Demonstration

T fills in the blank on the TV guide with her own example

Speaking Lesson Plan (31, July 2010)








Telling the time





Length: 28 minutes





Students: 15





Instructor:  Stephanie





Level: intermediate





Materials:


-computer (with internet access)


-ppt


-whole class clock 


-pair worksheet (15 copies)


-homework sheet (15 copies)


-extra paper for group work





Aims:


-to learn various time expressions and apply them to the pair and group activities


-to tell the time based on their everyday routine


-to complete the homework sheet on their own





Language Skills:


-speaking: telling the time in pairs, making up a story on their own in groups, and then representing their group work done to the class


-writing: drawing the time, writing the time on the worksheet, brainstorming on the paper


-listening: teacher’s instructions, pair and group work











Language Systems:


-grammar: brief explanation of impersonality subject ‘it’


-discourse: pair and group activities


-lexis: new time expressions


-function: how to tell the time based on everyday activities 


-phonology: monitor students’ pronunciation when they speak











Assumptions: 


- Ss already know how to tell the time somehow


-Ss are on the intermediate level


-all Ss have already experienced learning English as a second language


-some Ss tend to be passive, so teacher needs to encourage them to participate actively in pair or group work 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- students may have some difficulty understanding how to tell the time → let them use a whole class clock


-students may not be able to understand some of teacher’s instructions of what to do in activities → teacher double-check their understanding by asking Ss to explain what’s just heard


-if time is short → cut post-activity short and only ask one team to represent their work done
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
