* It must contain regular and irregular form together

Assumptions:


Ss already know basic adjectives.


Ss already know the meaning of vowel, consonant, and syllable.


Ss already know the story “Snow White”


Ss are mostly interpersonal. 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- If there is a problem with the beam projector or computer program 


: Print out the PPT materials and distribute. 


- If there is someone who don’t know the meaning of vowel, consonant, or syllable


: Explain immediately. 


- In pre activity, if students cannot understand the story well, play one more time. 


- If the class time is shorter than expected


:   Skip the class discussion in post activity section.
