<Introducing the basic meaning of Passive Voice>
 In basic English sentence, we use Subject, Verb, Object.
If you want to emphasize Object instead of Subject, you can move Object to the Subject position, and Subject to Object position with “by”. And Verb will change to the be p.p form.

S          V          O

                           
S     be p.p      by O

Ex) The boy hit the ball.              The ball is hit by the player.

<Difference between transitive verb and intransitive verb> 
Transitive verb take object  

Ex) hit, help, prepare, see, eat pull, push etc

Intransitive verb doesn’t take object

Ex) happen, sleep, come, go, seem etc

In passive voice, you don’t have to worry about intransitive verb.

♦ Ss take longer to practice hand - out
