‘Comparative’ is used when we find out the differences between two people, things and animals and so on.  
What do we call the ‘describing word’ in grammar?
>>> Is it noun? Verb? 
(try to elicit the word ‘adjective’.)
       Yes, that’s correct. ‘Adjective’ describes nouns and pronouns     Comparative is very simple, you just put ‘-er ’ after the adjective. (adjective+er)
2)Jayden is 183cm and Sam is 187cm.
In this case, We can compare.
“Sam is taller than Jayden.
In other words, we can also compare,

Jayden is shorter than Sam.

Is Sam taller?(Yes)
(T: Show the gesture)

Don’t say and just listen.

If you add –er at the end of an adjective in” y”, you must change  the “y” to “I”, and then add “er”.
(Write on WB “heavy → heavier)

If an adjective ends  in “y”, can you  just add –er?(No)

For example, (Show pics of a tiger and a cat )

- A tiger is big. A cat is small.
