	Materials: 
- Whiteboard, board markers, magnet
 - Picture of man, woman and a party
 - Worksheet #1 ; 9 copies (8 copies for each + 1 extra copy)
 - Game tools  ; 9 pieces of paper bag and item cards
 


	Aims:
- To learn new vocabulary ‘bridal shower’
- To know the meaning and form of ‘~be going to’ 

- To practice the key expression ‘~be going to’ 
- To talk about future plan by using ‘~be going to’



	Language Skills:
- Listening: listening to teacher’s instruction and answers from classmates

- Reading: reading the words from the worksheet and make sentences
- Speaking: Following the drill, talking to each other in pairs using the worksheet and sharing the plans for holiday 



	Language Systems:
- Lexis:  new word and expression from worksheet
- Grammar: future tense ‘~be going to’

- Function: describing their own plan

- Discourse: Working in pairs to find the answers, playing game with classmate, sharing the idea


	Assumptions:
Students already know;
  - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
  - how the class is set up 
- they should speak only English in the class
All students are adults and have same nationality.
They enjoy pair work and group discussion.
Students are able to express their opinion in English



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-Ss may have trouble understanding meaning.

  →Give Ss more examples
- Ss may have difficulty in drilling. 

→ Encourage Ss to do it.

→ If they feel shy, give chance to drill in group or pair.
- If Ss need more time to finish their activity.

→ Be flexible with the time. 

- If Ss finish their activity early

→Give Ss an extra questions to share their opinion.

	Whole Class
	<Eliciting>
Show pictures of a man and a woman, and write the date on WB.
Who is this?
Can you guess what this date means?
(Have students take a guess and motivate them.)
Yes, we set the wedding date. 
We are going to get married on 13th Nov.
Do you think I’m ready to get married?
What do I need before wedding?
Great. I need a PLAN.

	Meaning
<Vocabulary>
Put some pictures on the WB. 
What are they doing? (having a party)
Who is she? (bride)
Before the wedding, friends of bride throw a party for bride for celebration. It is called ‘bridal shower’.
People who are invited should bring small gift. Only woman can be invited.
<CCQ>
Is this held before wedding? (Y)
Can you go bridal shower without gift? (N)
Can man join this party? (N)
Situation
This is one of my best friends.  She wants to have a bridal shower for me. How sweet!
 Can you have a party alone? What are you going to do? Great.
Elicit marker sentence 1
She will also invite some friends. She decided to have a party. 
In other words, she has plan to do it.
Draw a time line and write marker sentence with a blank.
“She                            invite some friends.”
<CCQ>
Will she have a party soon? (Y)
Have she already decide to invite friends? (y)
Does she have a plan to do it? (Y)
Drill
She’s going to invite some friends.
Elicit marker sentence 2

After wedding ceremony, groom and bride go on a short trip. What do you call this special trip?

(Students answer ‘ honeymoon’)

Good. I have a plan to go honeymoon. 

Draw a time line and write marker sentence with a blank.

“I                            go honeymoon.”

<CCQ>

Did I go honeymoon in the past? (N)

Will I go honeymoon soon? (Y)

Have I already decide to go honeymoon? (Y)

<Instruction>

<ICQ>

(Distribute worksheet #1)

Monitor students discreetly and give them some help if needed.
Check answers together
Less controlled practice

<Instruction>

This is called ‘Going to’ card game. This is my bag.

I have many items in my bag for a reason.

Walk around classroom and meet your friends. Draw an item from your friend’s bag and ask him or her “ Why do you have blahblah in your bag?” You have to answer with “I’m going to~”

<Demonstration>

Ask one of students to help.
Please, draw an item and ask me Why I have it.

Volunteer student follow the direction.

Why do you have a towel in your bag?

Oh, I’m going to take a shower later.

Why do you have a tennis racquet in your bag?

Umm... I’m going to play tennis after the class.

Try 2 or 3 times and meet another friend.

I’ll give you 5 minutes.

What do you say when you meet friend?

How can you answer? 

Are you going to draw only 1 item and go away?

How many times can you ask to one person?

(Distribute items for game.)
