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Almost 20years ago, when I became a high school student, I had to choose to learn another second language. The language was French unfamiliar to me. I had little idea about French in those days. This work makes me to be able to bring my old and dreamy memories that I have forgot for a long time. One of them is a teacher who taught us French impressively. The other is a class that my friends and I pretty enjoyed. I am going to describe my personal experience with four topics of teaching and learning the second language.
Teacher types are three categories of teaching style. There are Explainer, Involver and Enabler. My French teacher tried to give us knowledge and information about French with varied activities like singing songs are called chansons and others. One day, I had sung this song "Aux Champs-Elysees" in front of my class with notes. The activity gave me a special experience and to be able to participate in the class. He was a good Involver. 
Traditional-modern classrooms, there are something different between them. Some of important things are student initiative, teaching methods and varied materials. There are inactive or passive students in the traditional classroom and active students involved in learning in the modern classroom. Sometimes, he used to show the pictures about France and we picked a paper card out of his words box for reading to practice difficult pronunciation of letter "r" in French. Some volunteers of students got more achievement and interests. My French class was not modern classroom type totally, however, my teacher tried to deviate from traditional classroom to make students learning and enjoying happily.
Effective teaching can make good students and good teachers also. A good teacher should provide motivation and help learners to be able to get retention. Giving clear and positive feedback make the effective teacher as well as listening to his/her students. My teacher used a cassette player when he was teaching songs because he wasn't good at singing however he gave us clear and positive feedback. Learning songs is very helpful reading, listening and improving phonology, vocabulary and a little function. He also let us bring music and songs to learn together when we wanted to listen and sing. He listened to his students, too. All of those helped us to keep retention.
Learning styles / intelligences are characteristics in learning. I belong to the interpersonal and musical intelligence among The Seven Intelligences by Howard Gardner. That might be the reason I am describing about my French class. In the class, I learned lots of French songs I cannot remember all of them now. My friends and I shared to sing partly of a song and to make a short role play with songs. We once made a song to memorize gender of nouns. In those times, we didn't study hard French but we much enjoyed the class. I could learn pleasantly with my learning style, which influencing my teaching style.
When I was a high school student almost 20years ago, teachers were busy to teach and students were busy to study for examination. English was an important subject for university entrance exam students had to study hard; on the other hand, French was free on that exam. So my teacher might be able to teach like the way. When I was learning French which was different from Korean and even English, my teacher was kind. Although I had learned just for two years and a little substance, I would like to remain a good second language learning acquisition experience in my mind.
Learning Second Language is not easy therefore, effective teaching is very important that's why it can make good students and good teachers also. The patient makes the effective teacher as well as giving clear, positive feedback and listening to his/her students even though showing respect. Different learners have different intelligences and abilities of their perceptions. As using varied and appropriate activities and materials, teachers who have to be able to give their students taking enough time and wait for their students so as to encourage, to be interested, to involve, to be motivated, to accomplish, to be autonomous and self-directed. Of course giving the subject matter and the information clearly to get the answer is based. Teaching easily, being learners comfortably, that would be a kind teacher I want to be.
