Based on my overseas experience, I will discuss My Second Language Acquisition Experience in this essay. Fortunately, I had an opportunity to study English abroad, in UK. I can definitely say that it was successful time to learn English for me. First of all, I naturally exposed to English environment with many unexpected situations. Plus, there, learning style was totally different from where I used to be. As an adult learner, I had a specific aim for studying second language and my teacher in UK helped me accomplish my goal. She knew how to deal with students from all around the world who want to learn English effectively. Thus, these allowed me to gain valuable second language learning experience. 
Generally, there used to be traditional ways of learning the second language in my country, Korea. It means that I had studied in traditional classrooms. The atmosphere in the classroom was quite strict and passive. During the class, the role of teacher was a lecturer and students were required only receptive skills. There was no interaction between teachers and students. It was more important to focus on textbook rather than student’s participation. On the other hand, these days, we tend to be aware of importance of modern teaching. Less writings, more activities enable students to be more active. In this case, we can anticipate higher students’ participation compare to learners in traditional classrooms. For instance, like how I studied in UK, students might be more energetic with productive skills in modern classrooms.
