Aims:


Ss will be aware of vocabulary regarding the topic and use them through elicitation and the class activities.

Language Skills:


Listening: listening to T’s instructions, explanations, and Ss’ ideas.


Speaking: survey, answering T’s questions.


Reading: reading worksheet.


Writing: writing the answers.





Language Systems:


Lexis: Vocabulary ( Serve)


Function: giving and receiving opinions


Discourse: expressing opinions, asking questions, and presenting the result of task











Assumptions:


Students already know:


Ss are adults (Age 22 and up) and can understand the topic situation. 


Ss are used to T’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


Ss are used to working individually. 


Ss are familiar with doing activities with worksheets.


Ss are used to expressing their opinions or idea of the activities.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
