	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:
· Lexis : debate
· Phonology: listening to instructions & explanations, vocabulary drills
· Function: students talk their opinions to their class mates.

	Assumptions:

If time is short,

( Reduce time of individual or group work.

( Cut off post activity and ask Ss to do homework instead.
If time is left

( Ss share their opinion with other groups.

( Prepare simple game.
