<Eliciting>
T : (show one of Michael Jackson's pictures) Do you know who he is? 

S : Michael Jackson. 

T : Right. He is one of the most famous singers in the world. Do you know his nick name? 

S : The king of pop music. 

T : Well done. Do you know what happened to him recently? 

S : He died. 

T : Yes. Unfortunately, he passed away due to the heart 
attack last June. When he was alive, he sang many songs, 
and most of them made hits. Today, we will listen to one of his famous songs, 'Heal the World' together.

	Procedure:
<Instruction> 
T :  Then, let's start our exciting study by listening to a song. You will listen to the song 2 times in total. When you listen for the first time; please write the key words down. And when you listen to it one more time, try to listen to the song very carefully in detail. 

    Then, we will do more studying through pair activities. I will explain them after listening. 
<CCQ>

T : Class. What did I just say? What we will do? (point to 1 student) 

S : We will listen to a song. 

T : (to whole class) How many times will we listen? 

S : 2 times 

T : What will we do after the 1st listening? 

S : We will write down key words. 

T : And then what will we do? 

S : We will listen to the song one more time and try to understand the words in detail. 

T : Very good. After listening job is done, what will we do? (point to another student) 

S : We will do more activities. 

T : What activities? 

S : Pair work 

T : You class are very cooperative today. Thank you.

	Procedure:

1. First Listening
<Demonstration>

T : (Write the sentence ‘I’m dreaming of a (                ) (             )’ on the board) 

Now, everyone listen to my song and please guess the words in the blanks. 

(Sing the song “I’m dreaming of a white Christmas,”) 

Which words should be in the blanks? 

(Point one student)

S 1 : white Christmas
T : Excellent!

<Instruction>

T : Now let's listen to the song. Please fill out the key words in the blank like what we did just before. 

S : (listen to the song for the 1st time and fill out the blanks) 

<CCQ>

T : OK. How was it going? 

S : Easy. / Difficult. / So so. (Answers will be various) 

T : Well. Then, let's check the answer together. (point to a student) What is the answer of Q1? 

S : place 

T : Good job! (write down the answer on the board, point to another student) Q2? 

S : love 

T : Great! (keep writing down the answer, point to another student) Q3? 

S : much brighter 

T : Excellent! (point to another student) Q4? 

S : sorrow 

T : (give some complimentary words if the answer is right / if the answer is wrong, ask another student) Q5? 

S : ways 

T : Q6? 

S : heal 

T : Q7? 

S : human race 

T : Q8? 

S : dying 

T : Q9? 

S : lie

2. Second Listening
<Demonstration>

T : (Write ‘London Bridge is falling down’ and sing the song) Now everyone, what does it mean ‘falling down’ in this song? There are choices. #1 is ‘building’, #2 is moving, and #3 is collapsing. (Point to a student) What’s the answer?

S2 : #3 collapsing

T : Very good! 

<Instruction>

T : Now, let's listen to the song one more time and understand the song in detail like what we did just before. I will give you a worksheet. Please do it after listening to the song. 

(Students listen to the song again>
<CCQ>

T : OK. Now check the answer of the worksheet together. 
What’s the answer of  Q1? (Point to one student)

S: #1
T : Great! (Point another student) And Q2?

S : #3

T:  Right! (Keep asking another student) And Q3?

S : #2

T : And Q4?

S : #3

T: And Q5?

S : #1

T : And Q6?

S: #3

T : And Q7?

S : #2

T : And Q8?

S : #4

T : And Q9?

S : #1
T : And Q10?

T: Everyone did fantastic!

	Procedure:
<Instruction>
T : Now, it is time for pair work. (point two students) You two team A, You two team B, You two team C ……. (group two students into a team) 

    Each team will sing the song, 'Heal the World', but there will be some changes in the song. Please choose three words and change them into other ones. Then, present it in front of the class. The other teams will listen to the song and find those changed words. You cannot see the words of the song while you are listening. The team which gets the most correct answers will be the winner. 

    Let me give you an example. I will change the word 'heart' into 'mind' in line 1. If a team guesses that correctly, the team will get a 1 point. 

    Now let's start to change the words first. I will give you 3 minutes. 

S : (each team change the words) 

<CCQ>

T : Did you finish? It is time for presenting it. Let's draw lots to decide which team goes first. 
S : (A member of each team draw lots) 

T : OK. Which team is the first? 

S : (The team who picked number 1 will go first in presenting the song. Other teams will listen to the song and guess those changed words. Each team will get the score as much as they guess correctly.)
<Conclusion> 
T : OK, everyone. What did we do today? 

S : We listened to the song, 'Heal the World' of Michel Jackson. 

T : Right, and then what did we do? 

S : We guessed the key words and answered the worksheet. 

T : Great, and we sang and listened to the song after changing some words. 

S : Right. 

T : Well, you did excellent job today. Next class, you will talk about 'My Favorite Singer'. So Please think about your favorite singer and find some articles about him or her. Read their biographies at home and prepare for 3 minute speech about it. You can also introduce their songs to the class. 

OK. Time to go home now. Have a nice day! Bye!

Two kinds of worksheet (filling in the blank, CCQ)


Blown-up pictures of Michael Jackson


White board, board markers














Aims: 


To learn vocabulary by completing the blanks listening to a song


To appreciate the message of the song by solving CCQ 


To improve the listening skill which allow to catch the detailed of the song by finding the changed words 





Language Skills:


Listening : Listening to a song


Reading : CCQ 


Speaking : Singing a song after changing words


Writing : Filling in the blank








Language Systems:


-    Lexis : Knowing Words in the song


-    Phonology : Differentiating the changed words


-    Discourse : Metaphor words and phrases in the song in the context  





Assumptions:


Students already know : 


The form and function of the words in the song








     








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to know which word what they hear.


Chunk listening and writing with the song words given


Students may not be able to check the wrong answers of CCQ.


Listen to the part of the song which hints the answer again and ask him or her of the answer again.


Students may not be able to catch the change words when the presenting group sing


Have the presenting group sing the song again stressing the change part
