	Materials:

· Whiteboard, markers
· Worksheet #1 (Vocabulary): 11 copies

· Worksheet #2 (Fill-in-the-blanks): 11 copies

· Solutions to worksheets: 11 copies each

· Listening CD & CD player (1 minute dialogue)

	Aims:

· To study vocabulary by matching words of similar meaning.
· To practice listening to real life dialogue between friends.

· To practice picking up details by fill-in-the-blanks exercise.

· To practice speaking through discussions with partner.

	Language Skills:

· Reading: Vocabulary and fill-in-the-blanks worksheets.
· Listening: Dialogue between friends.

· Speaking: Discuss with partner.

· Writing: Fill-in-the-blanks exercise while listening to dialogue.

	Language Systems:

· Lexis: words and phrases used to express feelings by two different individuals.
· Phonology: pronunciation through vocabulary exercise and fill-in-the-blanks worksheet.

· Discourse: thinking about sarcasm.


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is setup and run (work with partner)
· The teacher’s style and pace

· Most students have encountered favors between friends.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand the conversation due to difficult words.
· Let them listen to the dialogue again couple of times and tell them to refer to the vocabulary worksheet until they get the gist.
· Students may not be able to pick up details.

· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may need more time to work on exercises.

· Answer their questions when monitoring, hand out answer key and answer questions they may have.
· If time is short

· Cut discussion short and pick out couple of groups to share their experiences about favors.

· If students finish early

· Ask students individually.

	Lead in

	Materials: Whiteboard, markers

	Time: 5 minutes

	Set up: Whole class

	Procedure: Hello class! How’s everybody? I had a good time with my friend yesterday. How about you guys? What comes to your mind when I mention friendship? I can think of trust, comfort, favors…any others?
Elicit their thoughts & write on the whiteboard.

Today, we’ll listen to two friends talking. But first, we’ll learn some new vocabulary. 


	Pre-activity

	Materials: Whiteboard, markers, worksheet #1(vocabulary), answer key

	Time: 15 minutes

	Set up: Whole class, Individually

	Procedure: 
I.  Vocabulary worksheet (to help students understand difficult words)
Whole class (2 minutes):

Demonstration: Write the first word in the worksheet on the whiteboard. Elicit responses for a similar word. Wait for responses and give correct answer.
(Pass out worksheet #1)
Instructions: Match the words. Work individually. Compare answers with partner. You have 5 minutes.

CCQs: How much time do you have? Are you supposed to compare answers with your partner?
Individually (5 minutes):
Teacher monitors discreetly while students work. Answer if they ask questions. Give time warning: 1 minute left. 

Whole class (5 minutes):
Go over answers. Hand out answer key. Discuss words everyone had trouble with.
II. Prediction
Whole class (3 minutes):

Instructions: Would you do a favor for a friend? How about a not so close friend? Are favors an important part of friendships?
Elicit responses and have students write them on the white board.

Tell students to compare your thoughts as you listen to the dialogue.


	Main Activities

	Materials: CD & CD player, worksheet #2(fill-in-the-blanks), answer key

	Time: 20 minutes

	Set up: Whole class, individually, partners

	Procedure

I.  Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Whole class (5 minutes):

Instruction: Put your pens down. Close your eyes and listen to the dialogue. Think about what this dialogue is about. Think about the woman’s mood.
CCQs: Are your eyes closed? Are you going to think about the woman’s mood?
(Play the CD all the way through)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes – Play again

· No – Discuss with partner

What’s the dialogue about?

What’s the woman’s mood?

(Discuss with students)

II. Listening for the Details

Whole class (2 minutes)
Instructions: Listen to the CD. Fill in the blanks on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.

CCQs: Are you supposed to fill in the blanks as you listen? Are you supposed to work alone?

(Play the CD)

Individually (5 minutes):
Let students work on worksheet while listening.
Do you want to listen again?

· Yes – Play again
· No – Discuss with partner

Partners (3 minutes): Compare answers with your partners. Ask students if they’re in agreement.
Whole class (5 minutes): Go over answers. Pass out answer key. Listen to the CD one last time. 


	Post Activity

	Materials: n/a

	Time: 10 minutes

	Set up: Whole class, partners

	Procedure

I. Free Production
Instructions: Are favors an important part of friendships? Discuss with your partner. You have 4 minutes.
CCQs: Are you supposed to work with your partner? How much time do you have?

Partners (4 minutes): Monitor groups and encourage if not actively discussing.

Whole class (4 minutes): Ask each group to share their ideas. Discuss.

II. Conclude lesson

Whole class (2 minutes): Elicit today’s difficult words.

Good job class. See you next time.
