	Materials:
- Pictures about language

- Reading text(an article with a number of 142 words) + Worksheet#1(for gist): 10 copies(9 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy)
- Worksheet#2 for reading comprehension(for details): 10 copies (9 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy)

- Worksheet#3 for discussion & singing words(production activity): 10 copies (9 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy)
- a small box & 4pieces of Qs paper for production activity with signing (each piece for each group)
- Wall charts for demonstrations(including examples from WS#2~#3) 

- Worksheet#4 for extra time or homework (about vocabulary)
- Whiteboard, board markers, board erasers, tape



	Aims:
· To remind vocabulary related to an interesting subject by talking with brain storming
· To learn a vocabulary from an article by answering questions in eliciting with pictures
· To practice comprehension of general ideas by reading to an article(A Special Camp) and answering questions on the worksheet#1
· To practice comprehension of details by reading to an article(A Special Camp) several times and answering questions on the worksheet#2
· To be able to practice expressions by singing & speaking in doing post activity


	Language Skills:
· Reading:  reading the vocabulary, the text, WS#1 & #2 for comprehension, the finger spelled in ASL on the WS#3 and Questions for signing 
· Listening:   listening to the teacher and students saying in eliciting, instructions, discussions and pair works
· Speaking:  talking to each other through the pair/group work for sharing ideas  and answer the signing
· Writing:  gap-filling to complete the text on the worksheet#2 


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Vocabulary used to define, figure out details and answering the questions in signing
· Function:  Words and sentences used to complete the text on the worksheet#2 and guessing the other group’s questions in doing the post activity
· Discourse:  discussing to figure out the signing and to get opinions from each other 


	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:
· Seats have already been arranged in a horseshoe.
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3pairs with 2people and 1pair with 3people, 3 groups 3 Ss together.)

· Ss already know each other well. (e.g. names, ages, countries, sometimes their hometowns) 
· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.
· How to skim and scan


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  Ss may not be able to understand the words in the text
       → Let them find essential words and get the context in the text. 

-  Ss may not be able to pick up details from reading
→ Give any literal and interpretive questions easer.  
-  Ss may need more time to work on the vocabulary

→ Give any other questions easer to find the answer by her/him self when monitoring them or let them to work in pair or group. But if it takes longer than 2minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss write them on the board.
-  If time is short          

→ Skip or cut checking in pair for details on the WS#2. (Just check with whole class after Ss work individually) 
Cut writing ideas from discussion in doing post activity and cut answer-checking shortly by verbally sharing the ideas instead of writing on the board.
Skip demonstration with a student of each group, then T demonstrates her/himself for signing to class.
-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea or experience of differences of people.
    Give Ss extra worksheets (WS#4; easy to solve about vocabulary) to take the task themselves, when Ss couldn’t finish them, they would be homework.

<Greeting>

Good morning everyone. How are you? You look very special today.
<Guiding Qs & Eliciting>

Is everybody same? What makes you special? Ok, Let’s change the question. What is different of people (people in the all around the world)?

(Elicit Ss’ ideas or thoughts about different things of people and write them on the board.)

Ⅱ. Vocabulary – “ Sign language”
<Eliciting>

Look at the picture. (about the word language) 
Can you tell me about the picture? What are they doing? Are they same?

(Write the word “language” on the board)
<CCQs>
What do they use different?
Is the same language used in all countries?
Is the same language used in the same country?

(Sometimes it’s true, sometimes it’s false.)

	Ⅰ. Gist(skimming)
< Instructions>

 Read the article quickly and think about the questions below while you are reading. Work in individually first and next share with your partner. You will have 2minutes. 
<ICQs>

Who should you work with first?
What do you think about?

How much time do you have?
(Distribute the text & worksheet#1)

Monitor discreetly while Ss take the WS. Give time warning: 1minute left. Be flexible with time. Ask students if they are done then check up the Ss’ ideas by turn as a pair. 

<Feedback>

Check the answers: verbally check by Ss’ telling the class about their ideas.
What do think this story about?

Why do you think the title is “A Special Camp”?

(Check GQs. Give clear feedback to every response of students.)
Ⅱ.  Details(scanning)
<Instruction>

Scan the text and answer the questions on the WS#2. These are for details in the text. I’ll give 2minutes. Work individually first, then check your answers with your partners, too.
<Demonstrations>- Using wall charts
Look at the board, here is an example for T/F. (Circle around T or F) 
Complete the sentence from context.(Gap-filling with words)

<ICQs>

Do you work individual first?
How much time do you have?

What should you find from the text? (Details)
(Distribute worksheet#2)
Monitor. Give time warning: 1minute left. If students ask some questions, answer them. If students don’t understand the context, help them to find essential words in text. Encourage to speak using sentences when they check their answer in pair work.

<Feedback>

Check the answers: Let Ss say the answer and each S read the sentences including the answer loudly. Let Ss explain their answers if necessary.

	Ⅰ.Discussion
<Instruction>

 Work in group 3. 

(When Ss make seats, write the question on the board. ”If you have deaf a friend, how can you talk to her/him?”) 

Think about this with your partners and write your ideas on the board. You’ll just have 1minute.
<ICQs>

Do you have much time?

Can you write on the board?
Monitor. Give time warning check Ss are finished to discuss. Encourage Ss write their ideas on the board.
<Feedback>

Have all three groups answer. Just notice the differences.
Ⅱ. Signing Presentation 
<Instruction + Demonstrations>

Look at the board. Guess what it is? The alphabets with hands and fingers. It’s called “Fingerspelling” in ASL. (Distribute F/S in ASL)
 (Bring a student in each group in front and give a same question) 
First, turn to the paper back on the desk. Look in front please.

You will sign the answer with Fingerspelling. 

Then everyone try to guess the question I gave Ss.
(Have Ss’ answer-question I gave Ss)
(Let the student in front pick a question from the box)

After 2minutes come in front for signing to your class.

(Distribute WS#3)
Monitor. Give time warning: 1minute left.
<Feedback>

Present their answer and other Ss guess their question.
