Show picture of old man. Have students (Ss) name him.
Tell students that he was very active in his youth. 

Elicit their thoughts on his past activities.

Due to all these physical activities, he now uses a cane and isn’t very active. But in his youth, he was able to do many things.

	I. Meaning
<Vocabulary>
Show picture on the WB. Elicit responses.

If students can’t guess, then demonstrate “spring” and “board” separately.

Have students guess spring by writing the different seasons on WB.
For “board”, point to WB.

Add “springboard” to timeline.

II. Oral Story
1. Show picture of the man diving. This was the old man a long time ago.
What was he able to do?

He was able to dive off a springboard.
Elicit vocab/add to WB/add to timeline

**Elicit MS1 “He could dive off a springboard”
<CCQs>
Is he able to dive off a springboard now? (N)
Was he able to dive off a springboard then? (Y)

**Drill:

T --- He could dive off a springboard  3 times (second time with fingers)
T --- Ss repeat after T 2 times

Ss --- half ------ small groups ------ solo 

2. Show picture of the man when younger climbing.

What was he able to do?

He was able to climb a mountain.

Elicit vocab/add to WB/add to timeline

**Elicit MS2 “He could climb a mountain”
<CCQs>
Is he able to climb a mountain now? (N)

Was he able to climb a mountain then? (Y)

**Drill:

T --- He could dive off a springboard  3 times (second time with fingers)

T --- Ss repeat after T 2 times

Ss --- half ------ small groups ------ solo 

**Re-elicit MS1 and MS2
Write “could” = past ability or possibility on chart.

Language systems: 


Lexis: vocabulary 


Phonology: drilling after Teacher (T)


Grammar: could / couldn’t: past tense


Function: past possibility or ability























Assumptions:


How the class is setup and run (work with partner or in small groups).


The teacher’s style and pace.


Students (Ss) are good at eliciting through pictures.


Ss are familiar with past tense. Ss know how to make negatives by adding “n’t” to the end of positive.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to elicit the right grammar point.


(  Try diagrams along with pictures.


Students may have difficulty drilling.


 (  More encouragement.


	 (  Do it again.


Students may need more time to work on worksheet and exercise.


(  Hand out answer key and discuss.


(  Ask them to come up with couple more sentences to add to the story.


If time is short


(  Cut discussion short


	If students finish early


(  Ask students their opinions individually.
