T:What is it?      S: eggs 

T:Yes. How many are they? S: four 
(Ss answer and write it on the board) 

T: What else can we add more? 

(Ss answer and write it on the board) 

Alright. Now, you know what I bought at the grocery store. 

(Show realia to students) 

T: Look at these candies. one, two, three... 

What am I doing? 

S: (might say) counting! 

T: yes. I am counting candies. 
T: Okay. Now look at the board. What are these words? 
What kind of nouns? 

(Ss answer) 

These are 'we can call' countable/non countable nouns!
