	Aims

	- Students will learn new idioms such as take a shower, wash one's face, brush one's teeth, and 
dry one's hands.
- Students will learn new idioms through total physical response. 
- Students will practice new idioms-related motions. 
- Students will memorize new idioms we can use in the bathroom. 

	

	Language Skills

	- Listening: Students will listen to the teacher's and  classmates's speaking. 
- Speaking: Students will speak to learn new idioms and repeat to memorize them.

	

	Language Systems

	- Lexis: Students will learn new different idioms about something could happen in the bathroom.
- Function: Students will speak and learn basic sentences with the new idioms.

	

	Assumptions

	- Students know what we can do in the bathroom.
- Students know what total physical response is and how to do it.

	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	- Students may not exactly understand and memorize new idioms. 
= Teacher gives students sufficient drills to memorize the new idioms and assists students who have difficulties in memorizing new idioms. And teacher demonstrates them through more total physical response.
- Teacher may teach over time.
= Teacher cuts off some activities.

	- Asking ②: What door is this? This is the bathroom door.
- Before we go to the bathroom, we have to knock on the door three times.
(Teacher open bathroom door that is made of felt pictures.)
- Here is the bathroom.
(Teacher explains things in bathroom. example: bath, toilet, mirror etc. And there are pictures of four animal faces in the bathroom.)
- Asking ③: (Teacher teaches following idioms with motion and speaks repeatedly.)
- "What is the crocodile doing?"
- "The crocodile is taking a shower."
- "What is the rabbit doing?"
- "The rabbit is brushing his teeth." 
- "What is the pig doing?"
- "The pig is washing his face."
- "What is the mouse doing?"
- "The mouse is drying his hands."
(After teaching, teacher puts the animal faces other places in the bathroom. And teacher again asks what they are doing now using a sentence.)
- Asking ④: 
- "What is the pig doing?"
- "What is the mouse doing?"
- "What is the crocodile doing?"
- "What is the rabbit doing?"
(After asking, teacher shows new words-related motions through total physical response, and then students guess which motion is.)
- Asking ⑤: "What am I doing?"
(teacher shows motions of take a shower, brush my teeth, wash my face and dry my hands to students by turns.) 
(After motion games, teacher allows students to come to forward anyone who want to go to the bathroom. And asks them following questions.)
- Asking ⑥: "Brianna, what do you want to do in the bathroom?"
- "Soo-mi, what do you want to do in the bathroom?"
- "Elain, what do you want to do in the bathroom?"
- "Grace, what do you want to do in the bathroom?"
	- Answering ②: 
- It is my room door. 
- It's curious.
- Answering ③: 
- Crocodile is shower.
- Pig is wash. 
- I don’t  know.
- Answering ④:
- "The pig is taking a
  shower."
- "The mouse is
 brushing his teeth."
- "The crocodile  is
 washing his face."
- "The rabbit is drying his hands.
- Answering ⑤:
- "taking a shower."
- "brushing  your
 teeth."
