	Aims

	Students will review 5 short vowel sounds and consonant sounds.  

Students will make some three letter words with cosonents and vowels.

Students will make their word flash cards which they practiced through the activity. 



	
	
	
	

	Language Skills

	Speaking: Students make sounds of consonents and vowels. 

               Students say the words when they see the pictures. 

Listening: Students listen to the teacher’s instruction and other student’s answer.

Reading: Students read the words on the the magnetic board and their flash cards.



	
	
	
	

	Language Systems

	Phonology: sounds of consonents and vowels

Lexis: some words which they combined consonents with vowels

Function: greetings, question sentence(how many~?, Can you~?)



	
	
	
	

	Assumptions

	Students have been learning phonics and they know single letter sounds and short vowel sounds. They also learned some easy words during the phonics class.  

Students know that the consonents can be a word with vowels.  



	
	
	
	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	Students may not remember some single letter sounds.  

→ They can check the sounds through the teacher’s presentation and class activity. 

Some letters may be in wrong place when the students use them to make 3 letter words.

 → Teacher can let the students pronounce as they did, and encourage them to correct by themseves. 

Over time → Teacher reduces the drawing time.

Teacher asks to the students about what the consonants need to become a hat.

CCQ) Who can help these consonants? Which super vowel? 

Teachers continues this activity to help the students to understand the relation of vowels and consonants.

-p,n will be pen.    -l,p will be lip.

-d,g will be dog.    -r,g will be rug.


	Students check the consonants and short vowel sounds.

 It has many words made of 3 letters. 1 vowel and 2 consonants. 

 “This is Phonics builder. 

CCQ) How may letters can you see in one word?

CCQ) Where is vowel, where are consonants?

There are 1 vowel and 2 consonants.

We can make a word with 3 letters like this.”

<3 letter words game>

Teachers prepared a lot of letters on the table for game. 

1)instruction and demonstration of the game

“We are going to play a game. The name of this game is ‘3 Letter Words’. I will make 2 groups. 

Esther, Elaine, Sunny will be group A and Hyebin, Brianna, Grace will be group B.” 

Teacher explain the game rules by demonstration of students.

“Hyebin, Sunny, Grace come up here. 

There are a lot of letters. What can you see? ~ 

From now one person will be a vowel and two of you will be consonants. Each of you can choose one letter. You can make the word you want.”

CCQ) Grace, Can you bring 10 letters? 

“Make a word with vowel ‘a’.Go and bring letters.

What did you bring? ~ Stand in a line with your letters and check your position. If you’re wrong, change your order.~  Now, you can say the word to your friends.” 

“After you finish one word, you can push the bell and say the word together. If you push the bell faster and your word is correct, your team will be the winner.”

2)playing the game. 

“ Let’s start the game.”

 - Make a word with ‘e’. 

 - Make a word with ‘i’

 - Make a word with ‘o’

 - Make a word with ‘u’

 <Drawing a picture> 

  “Draw a picture of 1 word that you made during the game. You can use this paper and color pencils. Put the word and your name with picture.”

 Teacher and students put the pictures on the wall of the classroom.  


	Students listen to the teacher’s instruction and demonstrate.

Students understand the activity.
