	Language Skills

	- Listening:  students will listen to numbers from one to ten by song, quiz and game activities. 
- Speaking: students will speak numbers from one to ten with teacher and classmates.

	

	Language Systems

	- Lexis:  students will learn and speak numbers from one to ten.

	

	Assumptions

	- Students can repeat what  teacher have just said word for word.
- Students can understand the rules of the game activity. 
- Students can memorize how to count numbers easily than other vocabularies.

	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	- Students may not exactly understand and memorize how to count numbers. 
= Teacher gives students sufficient drills to memorize them and assists students who have difficulties in memorizing them through giving many questions and repeating activities.
- Teacher may have  a  over time.

- (Teacher teaches the students how to count numbers from one to ten using educations materials made of felt. And he repeats numbers from one to ten until all students understand.)
-  Asking: what is this?
- (Teacher asks students what the number is using number materials one by one.)
- Asking : how many animals are there? 
- (Teacher continually asks the number of animals using education materials made of felt.)
	-  All students answer
 teacher's  questions. 

-  All students count numbers with teacher.

(Teacher makes them solve quizzes using number materials made of Plastic 
- Asking : if I shout 3, then you have to pick up the plastic material of number three. Make sense?
	- All students solve quizzes.

- Let's clear our desks and stand up so we can play a game.
