	Procedure:

Hello everyone, how are you today?

As you know, a big holiday is coming soon. What is it? (Christmas) And do you know what this is? (A Christmas tree) What is this made of?

(Paper) Yes, this is an example of paper folding or Origami. (Write down it on the board.) Origami is Japanese paper folding and this word is very famous in the world.
Today we will make one of these paper ornaments. (on the Christmas tree) What do you think which one it is?

That is… this Santa boot!

	Materials: 7 sheets of origami instructions, a white board and board markers, a piece of colored paper for demonstration

	Procedure:

Instruction and Demonstration 
OK, now I’ll give you this origami instruction. For 2 minutes, let’s read through it individually and check if you don’t know some words.

CCQs 
Who do you work with?

How much time do you have?

What do you work?

(Distribute the sheets to Ss.)  

OK, let’s read it out one by one from student A and find the meaning of unknown words or phrases together.
CCQs

What are we going to do?
What do we find together?
Who starts to read first?

(Read it out and find the meaning of unknown words together.)



	Main Activity 

	Materials: colored paper, pens or pencils, pins or glue

	Procedure: 

1. Understand instructions and do origami
OK, from now on, you will make a Santa boot with your partner.(Divide Ss into 3 groups.) Look at the combination of pictures and instructions very carefully. Actually, paper folding is not that easy, so you’d better discuss with your partner. If you have a problem, please ask me.
CCQs

Who do you work with?

What should you do carefully?

Can you talk with your partner?

(Distribute colored paper and monitor Ss. If some students are in trouble, demo and give them hints. When some Ss finish the activity, let them help other classmates.)

Did you finish all? Show me yours~ Wow, well done!

2. Write your wish item and the reason 

Right, now our boots will become Christmas stockings for presents from Santa!  Let’s think about what you want to receive from him. You will write 3 things. First is the wish item, and second is the reason why you want it. And the last thing is how you were a good person this year. As you know, Santa clause gives presents to good people. Write them on a side of your boot. And you have 5 minutes.
Demonstration

Write your wish items on the boot. In my case, I want a flight ticket because I want to go to France. And I’ve helped my family this year, so I think I can get a gift from Santa Clause. 
CCQs

What are the three things you will write?
Where do you write them?

How much time do you have?




	Post-Activity 

	Materials: Santa boots, a Christmas tree

	Set Up
Whole class

	Procedure:
(After finishing it)Bring your chairs here. 

Come in front of the Christmas tree and attach yours on it like this. (demo) And then have a seat. 
OK, from student A, come out and peak one of them but not yours. And read aloud. After that, let’s guess who wrote it.

Demonstration

If I were a student, I’ll peak one and read it out like this. 

CCQs

Do you peak yours?

Who will guess?

What do you guess?

(Ss do the activity together. Teacher participates actively.)
Wow, we could know each other’s wishes. What was the impressive one? (Some Ss answer.)Yes, I think so. 

Did you have fun? You did a great job!

Origami(Paper Folding)- Christmas Wishes 








Materials:


- 7 pieces of colored paper


- 7 copies of origami instructions


- A Christmas tree (paper)


- White board and board markers























Aims: 


-Ss become familiar to paper folding and how to make it.


-Ss can understand instructions of paper folding and make it.


-Ss read other classmates’ wishes and guess who wrote them.














Language Skills:


Reading- instruction of paper folding, other classmates’ wishes


Listening- teacher’s explanation, others’ reading


Speaking- discussion with a partner, reading out and guessing whose wishes


Writing- Ss’ own wishes








Language Systems: 


Phonology: listening to classmates’ reading and teacher’s instructions


Function: Being able to understand instructions in English and do origami


Discourse: discussion with a partner and guessing with classmates 














Assumptions:


Ss cooperate well when they do activities together.


Ss are interested in paper folding.


Ss know they should speak English only.


Ss are looking forward to Christmas Day.


Ss already know who Santa is and the meaning of Christmas stocking.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- There might be an extra time left in the lesson. 


*SOS1: Giving out another sheet of paper folding and explain about it briefly. 





- There may not be enough time to finish the lesson. 


* Don’t attach the Santa boots on the Christmas tree and just read out own one in turn.  





- Some students might have difficulty in understanding instructions.


*Help students in person who have trouble in understanding. (Not to distract other students.)  
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
