	Aims:
· To improve listening skills by listening an article and filling in the blanks.

· To study new vocabulary(idiom) and expression in the newspaper

· To catch up with what’s happening in the world recently.

· To practice speaking by discussing in the groups

· To learn how we can paraphrase the informal words to formal words.

· To practice express their thought through discussing and exchanging their though in groups
· To be able to organize their own thought by writing their opinion about the article.
· To encourage Ss confidence about speaking by being an anchor and interviewing each other.



	Language Skills:
· Listening:  Listening to the recording, the teacher and students. 
                    Listening to their recorded voice.
· Speaking: Taking about the article in groups and discussing(exchanging) their thought 
                   Being an anchor, interviewing each other in pairs
· Reading:  Reading the new words and expressions on the worksheets.
Reading an article.
· Writing:  Writing the answer of words on the vocabulary worksheet and gap-fill paper.
Writing their thought about the article.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Vocabulary and idiom used in the newspaper. Formal expression of article.

· Phonology  : Listening to the sound of the recoding and Ss’ discussion.
· Function: In the interview role-play, can see how the words are used by Ss
· Discourse: During the discussion about the article, Ss can practice speech.
· Structure : Practice the rules of grammar in writing time.


	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:
· How the class is set up and run (there will be four student groups at each table.)
· There are 2 big rectangle tables (four chairs at each table) for students and one teacher’s seat.

· The teaching style of the teacher.( group work and discussion)

· Ss know each other well. (e.g. their level of English, personality and studying style)


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not be able to catch the main idea of the article easily.

: give Ss tips before listening by exchanging their background information which related to today’s article. 

: let them listen to the article again so that they could understand the gist of it.

· If time is short

: let Ss do the vocabulary worksheets in pairs and give them the answer as soon as they finished
: Give them writing activity(writing their thought worksheet) as a HW 
· If the Ss may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
: Give them the time to talk about other article related to today’s news.

· Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening
:  Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
