· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.
· (They also know that they are going to work in pairs and group today)


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· When Ss elicit they can make a wrong guess the focus that mom can do everything like superman.  ->(Teacher leads Ss focus on the person, mom, first . not superwomen)

· Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening.   
->(Chunk  the listening , Pause- Play – Pause – Play, when it need.)
· Ss may need more time to work on each tasks and  
         -> (Give any other questions easer to find the answer or give extra time )

· Ss can finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

- Good talking & good listening. Excellent. Let’s move on today’s topic
<Eliciting>
 - Do you see the picture? (Teacher put the picture on the board)
- Can you guess who is  this? (Ss answer)

- Whom do you say “superman, superwomen”? Work with in pairs.

After work in pairs, Teacher writes Ss thoughts on the board.
- Thank you for share your idea. We’re going to listen to a story about Men & Women. Before listening, we will learn some vocabulary the speakers use.
