	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-Ss might not clearly understand the meaning

->T provide more detailed explanation and show more examples 

-Ss might have hard time to pronounce during drill

->T repeat the form slowly and clearly

-Ss might have hard time drilling
->T correct their errors and give them feedback 

-Ss might not understand the simulation

->T can show example by modeling

2. Show the picture of valentine

 Do you like chocolate? Did you give chocolate in valentine day? 

 Look at the picture. Can you guess the day of this situation? 

 In this picture, she said something to him. What could she say to him?

(Ss answer “Do you want chocolate?” “Thank you” etc)
Actually she said “Would you like chocolate?” 
If you were boy in this picture, what would you want to say?

	1. Meaning
 -Explain the meaning or grammar using word card 

 Do you remember her saying? 

(Ss answer “Would you like chocolate?)

-T attach word card and explain the meaning 

We use “Would you like something?” when we offer something.

So it is same as “Do you want something?”
Jessica, do you want chocolate? 

(S answers Yes/No) 

-T asks questions to Ss and writes down their answers.

So answers could be “Yes please”/ “No thank you” 
Please repeat after me “Would you like chocolate?” 

“Yes please”/ “No thank you” 

-In the same way, repeat reading clearly twice time 

CCQ

Do I want to give chocolate to Jessica?

Can you answer like “Yes/No”? 

2. Form

 -Write down “would you like…?” 

Cindy, do you want strawberry? (Cindy say Yes/No)

Kevin, ask to Cindy using this expression

Very good. 

-In this way, students can be familiar with the form

3. Drilling

<Listening Drill> 

-Show Ss the substitution table and tell Ss listen quietly, individually. 
CCQ

Will you repeat after me? 

What do you do? 

 -Point to the substitution table while T is reading. Ss just listen 

<Simple repetition in chorus>     

-Tell Ss to listen and repeat 
CCQ

Should you just listen?

-Point to the substitution table while T reads and Ss repeats

<Situation Drill>

-T show pictures to Ss and explain the situation drill 

Look at this picture. There is a food that you can see everywhere

I will give you one of these pictures. Look what it is in your picture. 

Ask me using the form “Would you like …?” that you have. 

Then I will answer you “Yes/No”. Finally you have to know how many

Things I want. So please concentrate on me. 

 CCQ

What do you do with your picture?

Do you ask to your teacher or classmates? 

Do you count the items that teacher want to get? 

-In this way, Ss and T have situation drill with item picture. 

How many foods I want? 

(Ss answers and T checks the number of foods)  

Good job.

	5. Going to market (Simulation game)
-Give Ss a paper of item list in the market. Then let them pick from a lottery. Ss have to sell the item on their paper as much as they can. 

Ss can ask questions more than once to other person. However, Ss should not be known their selling item to others. Also Ss can buy things from zero to five. Check the each items sold and bought on the list. 
I will show you an example. Would you like a green apple? 
She says “Yes”. Then I can check my item ‘Green apple’. It is a secret.
If she says “No” I can’t but choose another items. Also she can ask to me “Would you like Takoyaki?” I can buy 5 things. So If I want that items, I will say yes. 

You have 10 minutes to be in the market. Try to sell your items.

CCQ

Where are you? 

Is your selling item a secret to others?
How many items can you buy?

How many questions can you ask to one person? 

Do you have 10 minutes to be in the market?
6. Error correction

-Monitor the simulation game. Check their errors during Ss’ conversation. If there are serious errors, write down on the board.

Ask Ss to fix them and repeat the right forms.
