	Aims:
-Ss can associate their experience with dilemma when they are speaking

-Ss can debate situation of dilemma so that they can make decisions
-Ss can practice and improve speaking skills by working in a group
-Ss can do a role play for practicing speaking 

-Ss can communicate with each other in a peer group 


	Language Skills:
-Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instruction and student’s opinions on the situation related to the dilemma

-Reading: Read the story about dilemma and the worksheets for discussing 
-Speaking: Debate whether the decision is reasonable or not when it comes to dilemma
-Writing: N/A


	Language Systems:
-Phonology: Pronunciation related to vocabularies in the worksheets

-Lexis: Key words and new vocabulary in the dilemma story

-Grammar: N/A

-Function: Stating why you make such a decision to the dilemma 
-Discourse: Sharing experience about situation of dilemma


	Assumptions:
-Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and the pace of the class
-Ss are advanced level

-Ss have already experienced dilemma or have already heard  the story of dilemma
-Ss have known vocabularies when they are discussing about topic
-Ss will work in pairs. They can discuss topic 
-Ss are familiar with role-plays and acting someone


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-If the role-play is too difficult to them

->T will demonstrate how to do the role play and make it simple 

-Ss can’t understand the situation of dilemma 

->T will demonstrate about dilemma more detail
-Ss take longer to debate the dilemma than expected 

->T will control the debate so that there would be suitable in time 

-Ss finish their task earlier than expected

->Have students make presentations

Answering questions about dilemma. Then discuss with your partner 
- If you were a druggist, how would you do?

- If you were a Heinz, how would you do?
<Debate>
Divide Ss into 2 groups. One group agrees that stealing drugs is right for Heinz; the other group doesn’t agree because stealing drugs is illegal. 

You have 10 minutes to debate each other.

<Instruction>

First student plays a Heinz and second student plays his wife. Third student plays a doctor. Heinz heard symptom of his wife from a doctor. He was frustrated about that. His wife soothed to her husband saying not to be worry so much. Now is the time that Heinz makes a decision. What is he going to do? The student that takes a role in Heinz can make certain result. (Put on hair band of own role)
<Demonstration>
H: (Crying) Doctor, Please save my wife.

D: I’m sorry. But your wife has a special kind of cancer. There is one drug that might save her. It is a form of radium. It’s expensive.

H: How much it is?

D: Almost 2000 dollars.

H: Oh my god.

W: Heinz, don’t worry about me too much. It will be alright.

Even if I would die, I will be happy because of you. 

H: No way. I want to save my wife.
