	Procedure:

What is appearance? 
Hair, face, eyes are appearance.

First, let’s go over the text book.

(Get Ss to read and fill in the blanks for vocabulary part and listen to the CD and check the answers together.)

Okay, now we are going to move on to handout.
We can use these words to talk about people’s appearance.

Let’s read through the words all together.

(ask some q’s to students like “who is young?”
[-children] “who is hearing impaired?[-Beethoven]
Class, let me describe a person.

This person is young, average height, average weight and good-looking. Guess who?
Right. As I did, you guys give us a quiz using the words we just learned. You have 1 minute to think.

(get Ss to ask and answer taking turns)

Now, we have another paper to go over.
There’re pictures and words on that paper.

I’d like you to match the words and the numbers in the picture.

(show an example – look at No1 in the picture.

Which word below the picture matches it?

-No 12 short hair)
Please do the rest for 3 minutes alone.

ICQ

Are you going to work together? <no>

Let’s check what we’ve done.

(all together)

This time, we can describe more in detail by using these

Words. I’ll give it a go first.
This person is young, average weight and has black and long straight hair. And this person has ears pierced and wearing big earrings and a (black) jacket. Who is it?

You got it right. Now you choose one piece of paper out of the cup. Each paper has 2 names on it. You’re going to describe the persons as in detail as you can. You have 3 minutes.

ICQ

How many minutes? <3>

(Ss take turns to ask and answer)

It was interesting.  And we could see each person’s different way of telling about the same person.
