	Materials:
- Worksheet #1 & 2 (5 copies each)
- White board and markers
- Pictures 1,2,3,4 (1 copy each for the teacher)
- Blank papers (1 sheet for each group)


	Aims
- Main Aim: to enable Ss to share their experiences of living in the city or in the country
- Secondary Aim: Ss will be able to debate about the advantages and disadvantages of living in the city or country.
- Personal Aim: I want to improve my ICQs and CCQs, as well as encourage Ss to discuss their opinions actively.


	Language Skills:
- Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instructions and students’ ideas of living in the city or country
- Speaking: Talk about students’ experiences of living in the city or country, and debate on which is better
- Reading: Read the worksheet about two people’s opinion on whether the city or country is better to live
- Writing: Write about where Ss want to live in the future during post activity


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: Pronunciation related to vocabularies in the worksheet
- Lexis: Key words and vocabularies in the worksheet
- Grammar: Nothing to discuss
- Function: Talking about why a city life or country life is better



	Assumptions:

- Ss have experience living in the city or in the country.
- Ss are intermediate level.
- Ss already know how the classroom works, and know how to answer ICQs and CCQs.
- Ss know how to work in pairs or groups, and have engaged in debates before.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If the Ss don’t understand or have difficulties with vocabulary in the worksheet
  → the teacher will explain or tell synonyms and antonyms if needed.
- If the class finishes earlier than expected
  → increase the debating time, and enable Ss to share more thoughts
- If the class takes longer than expected
→ assign tasks as homework

<Greeting>
 Hello everybody. How are you?
Before we begin our class, I want to talk about my experience. Until recently, I thought of myself as a city-person. I lived here in Seoul for most of my life, and I’ve always wanted to travel to many cities around the world, such as New York or Paris. However, last year I went on vacation to Hawaii for about a month. And after spending some time there, I thought to myself, ‘This is the kind of place where people should be living!’
Can you guess what today’s topic will be?

1. Guessing the topic
<Eliciting>

(show Ss pictures 1,2,3,4)

Questions: 

- What do you see in the pictures?

(Ss will answer ‘city’ and ‘country’)

- How would you divide the pictures in to two groups?

2. Introducing the topic
Now, we will talk about our experiences of living in the city or country. Have you lived most of your life in the city or in the country? Where do you want to live in the future?
(Ss will each take turns and answer.)

	Procedure:

1. Worksheet #1 Activity
<Vocabulary Check-up>

There are some vocabularies that you should know before reading the worksheet.

(Discuss these words before handing out the worksheets:

rural / galore / smog / gross / tap water)
- What are some adjectives that can express the country? (rural, suburban ↔ urban)

- Do you know what ‘galore’ means? 

(tell Ss about its meaning)

- What do we call polluted air? What is the word that is a mixture of ‘smoke’ and ‘fog’?

  (elicit the word ‘smog’)

- What is another expression for ‘disgusting’ or ‘nasty’? It starts with a ‘g’. 

(elicit the word ‘gross’)

- What do we call water that comes out from the faucet or tap? 

(elicit the term ‘tap water’) 

CCQs: Is tap water sold in bottles?

    Can we get tap water from the restroom?

<Reading Activity>
Divide the Ss into 2 groups.

Hand out the worksheets.
Instruction: 
 Read the article in the worksheet and discuss with your partner or group about what the two people think. What are their opinions about living in the city or country? You have 7 minutes to read and discuss.
ICQs: Are you working alone?

How many minutes do you have?

(- monitor Ss discreetly

- answer Ss if they have questions)

Okay, now let’s check the opinions together.

Where does person number① prefer to live?

What about number②?

Why does person number① prefer living in the rural area?

What are some advantages of living in the city according to person number②?

(Ss answer)
2. Debate
Now, we are going to have a debate about the advantages of living in a city or country.
You will be divided into two groups. 

(re-divide the class)

Group1(three people) prefers living in the country, and group2(two people) likes living in the city.
<Preparing for the debate>
I will give you 4 minutes to discuss about the reasons why you prefer living in the city or country. Use your own examples that can support your opinion. Write down your ideas, so that you can use them when we start the debate.

(hand out blank papers)

ICQs: How many minutes do you have?
          Are you working with your group?

<Starting the debate>
Now let’s debate on our opinions.

We have 8 minutes to discuss.

Group 1, would you like to start?

(enable Ss to talk freely about their ideas)

<Instruction>

We have talked about some advantages and disadvantages of living in a big city or a country. To conclude this lesson, I will give you a final activity that you can do individually. 

(hand out worksheet #2)

On the worksheet, briefly write about where you want to be living in the future. Anywhere is okay. Imagine yourselves about 10 years from now, and think about where you want to be. You have 3 minutes. 
ICQs: Are you working in groups?
          How many minutes do you have?

(When finished, briefly listen to each student’s ideas.)
Goodbye to Ss
Okay, class. In today’s lesson, we talked about living environments. I hope you had a chance to organize your own thoughts about this topic. This is the end of today’s lesson.

Good-bye.
