	Materials:
- pieces of papers with half sentences for pre-activity
- pieces of papers with whole sentences for main activity (2 copies each)
- worksheets (5 copies)
- board and markers


	Aims
- Main Aim: to enable Ss to understand what conditionals are by matching sentences and practicing drills
- Secondary Aim: Ss will be able to complete and make sentences using zero, first, and 2nd conditionals
- Personal Aim: I want to improve my ICQs, and be able to deliver grammar explanations clearly to Ss.


	Language Skills:
- Listening: listening to teacher’s explanation
- Speaking: discussing with other students during activities
- Reading: reading sentences to complete drills and activities
- Writing: making and writing down students’ own sentences during post activity


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: nothing to discuss
- Lexis: nothing to discuss
- Grammar: zero, 1st, 2nd conditionals
- Function: how and when conditionals are used



	Assumptions:

- Ss have experience learning grammar.
- Ss are intermediate level.
- Ss already know how the classroom works, and know how to answer ICQs and CCQs.
- Ss know how to work in pairs or groups, and have done boarding activities before



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If the Ss don’t understand or have difficulties with vocabulary in the worksheet
  → the teacher will explain or tell synonyms and antonyms if needed.
- If the class finishes earlier than expected
  → enable students to try making more sentences in post activity
- If the class takes longer than expected
→ assign tasks as homework

<Greeting>
 Hello everybody. How are you?
Before we begin our lesson today, let’s first talk about what we would do if we had million dollars. I will start first. If I had million dollars, I would build a house in Hawaii. What about you? 
(Students answer in sentences starting like “If I had million dollars…”)

Well, the things we just said… are they possible? Do we have million dollars?

The sentences we just made, they are called ‘conditionals,’ and that is today’s lesson’s topic.

	Procedure:

1. Worksheet Activity
<Understanding the 3 conditionals>

There are 3 kinds of conditionals that we are going to learn today. They are ‘zero conditional’, ‘1st conditional’ and ‘2nd conditional.’ 

If you look at your worksheets, what do zero conditionals imply? 
(- Ss answer ‘certainty’)
(- make Ss read the definition of zero conditional out loud, and explain the usage and the formation.)
What do first conditionals imply?

(- Ss answer ‘a real possibility in the future’)

(-make Ss read the definition of first conditional out loud, and explain the usage and the formation.)

Lastly, what do second conditionals imply?

(- Ss answer ‘imaginary present or unlikely future’)

(-make Ss read the definition of second conditional out loud, and explain the usage and the formation.)

<Doing exercises>
Instruction: 
 Read the sentences in the box and write the matching letters of the sentences next to the three conditionals. Work individually and then compare answers with your group.
You have 6 minutes.
ICQs: Are you working alone?

How many minutes do you have?

(- monitor Ss discreetly

- answer Ss if they have questions)

- When Ss are finished, briefly check the answers and explain.)
2. Sentence matching & boarding activity
Now let’s take a look at some more sentences of the three conditionals. I will give you many pieces of sentences, and you have to place them under the correct conditionals. Work with your groups, and then board your answers on the white board.
