T : What is the date today? Today is June 11th.
    Like this you can say the date, Month day, year. 

   When you say the day, use ordinal number.

   So can you say June one? Is it right? 

   As you know we say first, second, third and from 4 add “th”. Let’s say together.

When you say the year, you normally “split up” the year in tens. 1985 is split up in 19 and 85.
    From 2000 until 2009 the year is normally not split up.
   When were you born?

  And when you say when your birthday is or the holiday is, you can say “ It’s (on)                      ”
