T: Look at the chart on the paper. This is my daily schedule. How many times in a week I watch TV? 

-Ss: 7days 

T: Yes, I watch TV everyday. 100% of week. Then we can use the frequency adverb “ALWAYS”. 
So we can say “I always watch TV”
Repeat after me “ALWAYS”
-Ss: 7days
(Have Ss write ALWAYS in the blank at the top)

T: I always watch TV

-Ss: I always watch TV

T: Good.
In the same way, explain/demonstrate other Frequency Adverbs 

(Usually, Often, Sometimes, Seldom, Never)

2. Form

Explain the position of Frequency Adverbs in a sentence and ask Ss to get them familiar with form.
T: When we use Frequency Adverbs, we put them between subject and the main verb. 

Kate, do you have breakfast?

                                              -Kate: Yes.

T: How many times do you have breakfast?

                                               -Kate: sometimes.

T: Then you can say…?

-Kate: I sometimes have breakfast.

T: Good. Thank you.

In this way, ask other Ss.
2. Drilling

< Simple Substitution Drill>

Tell Ss to listen & make a sentence

Show demonstration.

T: I often watch movies. (sometimes! sometimes!)

    I sometimes watch movies. (seldom! seldom!)

    I seldom watch movies……..

Now, listen and make a good sentence.  I will point one student randomly.

C.C.Q: What do you do?

          Are you going to say together?

Say a sentence and a slot and pick one student, tell him/her to listen and make a sentence.

	Procedure:
 Practice 1. Rewrite the complete sentence using the Frequency Adverbs.
(Distribute the worksheet #2)

T: Do the worksheet. Rewrite the complete sentence using the Frequency Adverbs. 
(Demonstrate what Ss have to do)

Work alone. You have 5 minutes.
C.C.Q: What do you do?

           Do you work with your partner?

           How much time do you have?

Monitor and help where needed.
T: Time’s up. Let’s check the answers together.

Ask for volunteers to answer the questions and give feedback.

T: Ok, very good!

 Practice 2. Write sentences about yourself.
(Give Ss worksheet #3)

T: From now on, let’s write sentences about yourself. For example, the given sentence is “go to a concert” and if I sometimes go to concert, write “I sometimes go to concert”. If I never go to concert, write “I never go to concert”. This is individual work. You have 10 minutes.
C.C.Q:  What do you do?

Are you working alone? 
            How much time do you have?

Monitor and help where needed.

T: OK. Time is up. Let’s share your answers.

Ask for volunteers to share their answers and give feedback.

T: You did very good! Thank you.

	Practice 3. Talk to your partner
(Distribute worksheet #4)
Put Ss into pairs.
T: We are going to do pair work. There are some questions on the worksheet. Ask your partner how often they do something. I will give you 5 minutes. 

C.C.Q: What do you do?

          Are you going to work alone?

          How much time do you have?

 Monitor and help where needed
T: Time’s up. Let’s share your answers. 

Ask for volunteers to share their answers and give feedback
T: Very good!.

Aims:





- Ss will know and practice he form, meaning, and use “Frequency Adverbs” and review vocabulary which is used to explain “Frequency Adverbs” by listening to teacher’s explanation, answering concept check questions, completing the worksheets and asking some questions to their partner using “Frequency Adverbs”





Language Skills: 





- Listening : Teacher instruction & explanation, Classmates


- Reading : Worksheets instructions & questions


- Speaking : Drilling, practice activities


- Writing : Doing the worksheets














Language Systems: 





- Phonology: listening to instruction & explanations, drilling 


- Grammar: Frequency Adverbs (always, usually, often, sometimes, seldom never).


- Function: Asking & answer how often they do something








Assumptions:





Students already know:


- How to read a schedule chart


- How to say their daily life


- How to calculate


- Vocabulary in the worksheets


- All students are 2nd grade in middle school and their English proficiency is intermediate level.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- Students may not clearly understand the meaning


Provide more examples


- Students may have a hard time drilling


Correct errors immediately & give Ss more chances to practice


- There may be extra time left in the lesson


Make the homework as a post activity and have Ss do it 


- There may not be enough time to finish the lesson


Do post-task error correction tomorrow in the form of a worksheet
