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-Describe your won personal methodology as reflected from your past experience learning English (Future context.)

There are many different kind of method in teaching, and all the teachers have their own teaching methodology. However, we can not say which are efficient or which are not efficient because learners also have different learning style. Some learners might work with Direct Method or Audio-Lingual Method, or some other might work with Grammar-Translation Method, etc. I studied English since 1996. I had many teachers and effect by variety of teaching methods. I still do not know which teachers and which method affects me, but I can tell which I liked. In this paper, I will talk about few learning experiences in my life and how those experiences affect me. 
I started to learn English when I was in the 4th grade. I went to some private institute in my town, Young-ju. My English teacher taught based on Audio-Lingual Method (also known as ALM). She said first, and all the students repeat after she said. I and my classmates did that over and over to memorize and then we took the quizzes. She was tried to make student memorize sentences. Here, the error was that students just had to memorize English sentences. The memorizing was not efficient way to learn the language for little kids. But after few years, I recognized that it might be efficient for learning language. For upper grade student, they know how to memorize easily, and how to use in real world. 
I went to Young-ju Girls Middle School. In 7th grade, my English teacher who was one of my favorite teacher let students listen old pop music like ‘Yesterday’,’ Let it be’ by Beatles, and he used word blanks sheet to let students fill up the blanks during music on. All the music which he used was all world favorite music, so student never got bored to listen. It was very fun, and my listening skills were much better after I took his class. In present, my strongest English skill is still listening. I like listening American songs and always trying to find out what singers saying about. My middle school teacher’s method was very efficient for learning English and if I became a teacher, I want to use his method. 
I went to study abroad when I was 8th grade. I studied in Sydney, Australia. My teacher was native speaker. In her class, she used a lot of materials and methods. One of my favorite teaching ways that she used was activity which student picks up one picture each and explains a picture. She did not really care about grammar. But if students speaks wrong pronunciation, or selects wrong words, she corrected them. I liked her teaching style, because after I came back from Sydney, I got self-confidence and I think that is very important to learners. Before I went to study abroad, it was very hard to communicate in English (because there was not enough self-confidence, also was shy to speak English), but after I got back from study abroad, I could talk in English even my English was not much improved. 

From experiences, I am sure that learners should found their learning style which will help them to learn effectively, also balance of all the method will be important to study English.
